WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 5

della Signoria where the Neptune Fountain stands, the
Santa Croce Church, Giotto's Bell Tower and the Bap-
tistry with its "Gates of Paradise" doors. To top it all,
visit the Academia to see Michelangelo's original statue
of David. On to Piazzale Michelangelo for a panoramic
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view of the city and the Arno Valley. The afternoon is
free in Florence to shop along the famous Ponte Vecchio

THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 6

This morning depart Florence on a full day excursion to
visit Siena, San Gimignano and the Chianti wine region.
Drive to mystical Siena, a showplace of Italian Gothic
with roots planted back to the Middle Ages. Visit St.
Catherine’s Church, see the red-brick piazza Il Campo
where equestrians compete in the annual Palio, and the
334 foot high tower of the town hall. Continue on to San
Gimignano, with its fourteen towers which can be seen
from miles away for a brief time at leisure to explore this
guaint hilltop town. Afterwards, enjoy a wine tasting at a
vineyard in the famed Chianti wine growing region of
Tuscany before returning to Florence where the balance
of the day is at leisure. (B,D)

FRIDAY, NOVEMBER 7

Today’s drive takes you through the serene Tuscan coun-
tryside and the mystical province of Umbria to Assisi, the
birthplace of St. Francis. Born in 1182 as Giovanni di Ber-
nardone, the legacy of St. Francis influenced religion and
culture of the world. (B,D)

ASSISI
SATURDAY, NOVEMBER 8
Your morning walking tour includes the Basilica of St.
Francis, still surrounded today by ancient walls, the
Church of St. Clare and Santa Maria degli Angeli with its
‘thornless rose bush’. The afternoon is at leisure for per-
sonal devotions and to explore Assisi on your own. (B,D)

SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 9

Today’s journey takes you to Rome, the heart of the
Catholic Church. Located in the center of the Region of
Lazio, Rome is a reflection of every era. The wonders of
Rome surround you...a world of art, history and culture
that has been attracting visitors since the beginning of
Western civilization. Upon arrival Rome, visit the Cata-
