THE MISSING PIECE

Ashley Asvitt's Sacred Story

Ashley Asvitt has always had a close
relationship with Jesus and has been
part of a Christian communities. But
after exploring several, she found
deep contentment in the fullness of
the Catholic Church. Here's her Sa-
cred Story:

Thank you for meeting with me.
Let's start at the beginning. Were
you always Christian?

Well, I'm 28 years old and Jesus has
always been part of my life. | grew up
in the Bay Area, with a few years with
my dad in Tennessee. He was a Born
-Again Christian, and very involved in
youth ministry, so my sisters and |
were active in the local church there.
| came back to California and church
was just part of my life, but |
bounced from Catholic Churches to
other Christian churches, depending
on what side of my family | was with.
| spent time at Holy Spirit in Fremont
throughout the years. I'm Portu-
guese, so we went to the festivals
there.

Then, when | was 17, | met my
daughter's dad. She will be 10 this
year. And he's Portuguese also and
his family was very involved in Holy
Spirit parish. So, | was going to Mass
with them at that point. But when
my daughter was four, she started
going to Presbyterian preschool, and
we connected to the community
there. My daughter and | were bap-
tized together there, and my brother
too.

With such deep roots in both the
Catholic Church and Protestant

communities, what drew you back
toward the Catholic Church?

Well, we moved to Livermore 5 years
ago, and we didn't really have a
church community. Like | said, | had
always had a church family as just
part of my life, so it was a missing
piece. Then | met this great guy, Jar-

rod, who's now my fiancé. He's a cra-

dle Catholic, and even early on when
were just dating, we started going to
Mass together. Sometimes in Pismo
Beach where he lives, and some-
times at St Michael's here. His dad is
a very devout Catholic, so we would
just tag along. | mean this was even
before we were thinking about get-
ting married. A spiritual centerin
Jesus was just part of what we both
wanted. It's just part of the founda-
tion of our relationship.

That is really amazing! What made
you think about becoming Catho-
lic?

Well, | have some solid Christian
roots. And | have a deep internal re-
lationship with Jesus. He's always
with me. So, | just kept following this
path, going from church to church -
Lutheran, Presbyterian, Born Again

ed and blemished, and the messages
at these other Christian churches

was just to accept it. It started to not
sit right with me. That's when | start-
ed dabbling in the Catholic faith a
little more.

What did you discover then?

Well, at first, | just felt more exposed
to the Catholic faith, even in like tiny
increments before | started RCIA.
The first thing that really impressed
me was the structure, you know?
The formality of liturgy. The teaching
authority of the Church. | started to
realize that being a disciple of Jesus
is oh so much more than just having
faith and that's it. There's so much
more depth in the Catholic Church.

Was the concept of Church author-
ity new to you?

Yes, it was, and there was a comfort-
ing feeling about it. | started to no-
tice that all these other churches just
decided to write the rules for whatev-
er reason. And now as the years go
on, people are just making up their
own stuff as they go. | started listen-
ing to podcasts about the origins of
all the branches of Christianity, and

Christian. In a way, they were all pret- so many of them were founded just

ty much the same on the surface,
you know? Nice communities with
nice people. Sort of Scripture sold
soft, though. | mean, there was a lot
of “Yeah, it's cool, it's fine. Everything
is okay and Jesus loves you." It's al-
most like these Christian churches
became so adapted to the modern
world to seem “nice and accepting.” |
mean, our society can be so distort-

150 years ago. But when | started
looking into the beginnings of the
Catholic Church, it goes all the way
back to Jesus Himself. Well, the fact
that there is an authority there just
clicked for me.

Was there a turning point when
you decided that you were going
to be Catholic?



So, really, crazy story! When Jarrod
and | first started dating, his mom
had passed away from leukemia a
few years before. So, | never met her.
Well, | had a dream that she was in
my childhood home with me, asking
me a bunch of questions, and she
said in my dream, “If Jarrod, returned
to the church, everything would work
itself out and everything would be
good.” Atthe time, Jarrod was in the
military, and it was pretty difficult to
get to Mass. Anyway, his mom was a
very devout Catholic. So, he was
driving to come see me, and | was
like, “Hey, | don't want to be really
creepy, but | have to tell you some-
thing. | hope you don't freak out.” |
told him that | had a dream about his
mom and described everything, what
she looked like and what she was
wearing in the dream. He didn't
freak out! He was kind of blown
away, because the clothes | de-
scribed her wearing was what she
was buried in. And I've never seen a
picture of her or anything.

Wow! That is hard to ignore! Did
people think that you were con-
verting because of your fiancé?

| actually had someone later say,
“You know you don't have to convert
because you're getting married.
That's not a good reason.” I'm like
well, he never asked me to convert.
He never held me down or made me
go to church at gunpoint or anything.
This is something that | was in pro-
cess with from the beginning. I've
always been very faith bound, and
there was something missing in the
other Christian churches that was
beginning to fill in for me in the Cath-
olic faith. So, it's not for him it's, it's
for me. If we can have a good, same-
religion marriage and raise kids that
way with those values it just makes
more sense than anything.

The Real Presence in the Eucharist
is often a big hurdle for converts.
Did you struggle with it?

| think that | have been given a grace,
in that | didn’t have many wrestling
matches with some of the beliefs. Or
maybe because it's just me maturing
and being a mom and less of a rebel-
lious teen. But | have known Jesus
for a long time. And now that | have
investigated and understand that the
Catholic Church is His true Church...
well it just kind of flows from there,
you know? The rules and the doc-
trine just make sense to me now.
And in regards to the Eucharist, | feel
God's presence all the time, every-
where. | think | always have. So, to
learn that his words of “This is my

Body" are in a very real way totally
true... | guess it wasn't that big of a
leap for me to accept.

One of my favorite moments in RCIA
class was when Bishop Robert Bar-
ron in one of his videos said that
“Either Jesus really is who He says He
is, or He's a crazy person!” | continue
to reflect on that. | mean, if He really
is part of the Holy Trinity, well then
there itis! That's it! [laughing]

And what was it like to receive
your Sacraments?

| cried so much after my First Recon-
ciliation! Just the enormity of God's
love and the access to the grace
through the ministry of the Catholic
Church. I was kind of blown away by
it all: both grateful and also regretful
that it took me this long to get here.
| was so aware of all these things
that | kind of gambled with through-

out the years, without having this
foundation in Jesus through His
Church.

And then Confirmation and First
Communion! | really almost fainted,
but in that moment... it was literally
life changing. Receiving Communion
for the first time was just indescriba-
ble. It's an understatement to say
that was the missing piece at the
other Christian churches! It was
just... wow, is all | can say. Just wow.

What are the next steps for you
now that you're Catholic?

Right now the next step is getting my
daughter in the RCIC classes, so that
she can prepare to make her Profes-
sion of Faith and receive First Com-
munion and Confirmation. And we
are preparing for our wedding in Oc-
tober! But once things settle down, |
can see myself being involved in par-
ish life. | can see myself being
someone's sponsor in the future.

Any advice for someone thinking
about converting?

Yeah, trust the process. | think God
leads us where we need our lessons
the most, and along the way you pick
things up. I'd also say that you
should do the research. The Catholic
Church holds up to logic. And when
you discover the beauty, the richness
and then receive sacraments? |
mean, it's the most fulfilling and
wholesome thing that will ever hap-
pen to you. Such a different level of
contentment. It will be the missing
piece you are searching for.

We are all so happy for you! Thank
you for sharing your story.

You are welcome! I'm happy to tell it!

LA PIEZA PERDIDA

La historia sagrada de Ashley Asvitt

Ashely Asvitt siempre ha tenido una
relaciéon cercana con Jesus y ha sido
parte de varias comunidades cristia-
nas durante mucho tiempo. Pero
después de explorar diferentes co-
munidades, encontré una profunda
satisfaccién en la plenitud de la Igle-
sia Catolica. Aqui esta su historia sa-
grada:

Gracias por reunirte conmigo. Em-
pecemos desde el principio.
:Siempre fuiste cristiana?

Bueno, tengo 28 afios y Jesus siem-
pre ha sido parte de mi vida. Creci en
el Area de la Bahia, pero estuve unos
afios con mi papéa en Tennessee. El
era un cristiano renacido y estaba
muy involucrado en el ministerio de
jévenes y por eso mis hermanas y yo
participabamos en las actividades de
la iglesia local. Luego regresé a Cali-
fornia y pertenecer a una iglesia era
parte de mi vida, pero andaba brin-
cando de las iglesias catélicas a otras
iglesias cristianas, dependiendo del
lado de mi familia con el que estuvie-
ra. A través de los afios pasé bastan-
te tiempo en la parroquia del Espiritu
Santo (Holy Spirit) en Fremont y co-
mo soy portuguesa acostumbraba-
mos a asistir a los festivales portu-
gueses de la iglesia.

Luego, cuando tenia 17 afios, conoci
al papa de mi hija quién este afio
cumple 10 afios. El también es portu-
gués y su familia estaba muy involu-
crada en la parroquia del Espiritu
Santo. En ese tiempo yo iba a misa
con ellos; cuando mi hija cumplio
cuatro afios comenzé a ir al preesco-
lar presbiteriano y nos conectamos
con esa comunidad y mi hija, mi her-

mano y yo nos bautizamos en la igle-
sia Presbiteriana.

Teniendo esas raices tan profun-
das tanto en la Iglesia Catélica co-
mo en las comunidades protestan-
tes, ;qué fue lo que la atrajo hacia
la Iglesia Catélica?

Bueno, hace 5 afios nos mudamos a
Livermore y realmente no teniamos
una comunidad de iglesia. Como ya
dije, la familia de la iglesia siempre
habia sido parte de mi vida; de modo
que el no tener esa comunidad era
una pieza que faltaba en mivida. Un
poco después conoci a un buen mu-
chacho, Jarod, quien es ahora mi
prometido. El es catélico de cuna, e
incluso desde muy temprano en
nuestra relacion, cuando apenas em-
pezabamos a salir, comenzamos a ir
a misa juntos; a veces ibamos a la
iglesia en Pismo Beach donde él vive,
y a veces aqui en St Michael's; su pa-
dre es un catélico muy devoto, de
modo que también ibamos con él. En
otras palabras, esto sucedia incluso
antes de que estuviéramos pensan-
do en casarnos, ya que ambos
deseabamos estar centrados espiri-
tualmente en Jesus; era algo basico
en nuestra relacién.

iEso es realmente asombroso!
¢:Qué te impulsé a convertirte en
catolica?

Bueno, yo tengo raices cristianas soé-
lidas y una profunda relacion con
Jesus; El siempre estd conmigo. De
modo que yo segui en este camino,
yendo de iglesia en iglesia: luterana,
presbiteriana, cristiana renacida. En
cierto modo, todas las iglesias son

practicamente iguales en la superfi-
cie, ;sabes? Bonitas comunidades
con gente agradable; sin embargo,
senti como si las Escrituras se mini-
mizaban. Lo que quiero decir es que
encontré un montén de “Si, esta
bien, esta bien; todo esta bieny Je-
sus te ama ". Es casi como si estas
iglesias cristianas se hubieran adap-
tado tanto al mundo moderno para
parecer "agradables y acogedoras".
Lo que quiero decir es que nuestra
sociedad puede estar muy perverti-
day manchada, y en estas otras igle-
sias el mensaje es simplemente el
aceptar todo. Esto empezé a inco-
modarme y fue entonces cuando
comencé a incursionar un poco mas
en la fe catdlica.

;Qué descubriste entonces?

Bueno, desde el comienzo senti una
mayor revelacion de la fe catdlica,
incluso en pequerios incrementos
antes de comenzar con RICA. Lo pri-
mero que realmente me impresion6
fue la estructura, ;sabes? La formali-
dad de la liturgia, la autoridad do-
cente de la Iglesia y empecé a darme
cuenta de que ser un discipulo de
Jesus es mucho mas que solo tener
fe y eso es todo. Hay mucha mas
profundidad en la Iglesia Catélica.

¢El concepto de autoridad de la
Iglesia fue una novedad para ti?

Si, asi fue, y tuve una sensacion re-
confortante al respecto. Comencé a
notar que todas estas otras iglesias
simplemente decidieron crear reglas
para todo y ahora, a medida que pa-
san los afos, la gente inventa cosas
en el camino. Empecé a escuchar



podcasts sobre los origenes de todas
las ramas del cristianismo, y muchas
iglesias se fundaron hace apenas 150
afios; pero cuando comencé a inves-
tigar los inicios de la Iglesia Catdlica,
todo se remonta al mismo Jesus.
Bueno, el hecho de que alli existe
una autoridad tiene sentido para mi.

¢Hubo un momento especifico
cuando te decidiste a ser catélica?

Todo realmente es una historia de
locura. Cuando Jarod y yo empeza-
mos a salir, su madre habia fallecido
de leucemia hacia ya unos afios y yo
no la conoci. Un dia sofié que ella
estaba conmigo en la casa de mi in-
fancia haciéndome un montén de
preguntas, y ella me dijo en el suefio:
“Si Jarod regresa a la Iglesia todo se
resolvera y saldra bien;" la madre de
Jarod era una persona catélica muy
devota. En ese momento, Jarod esta-
ba en el ejército y era bastante dificil
para el ir a misa. Un dia cuando él
iba manejando para venir a verme,
yo le dije “Oye, no quiero parecerte
rara, pero tengo que decirte algoy
espero que no te asuste ". Le conté
que habia sofiado con sumamay le
describi todo, cobmo se veiay lo que
llevaba puesto en el suefio. El no se
asusto, pero se impresiond un poco
porque cuando describi como la ha-
bia visto en el suefio, el me dijo que
era la misma ropa con la que la ente-
rraron y yo nunca he visto una foto
de ella ni nada por el estilo.

iVaya pues; eso es dificil de igno-
rar! ;Y la gente penso que te esta-
bas convirtiendo al catolicismo
debido a tu prometido?

De hecho, alguien después me hizo
un comentario: “Sabes que no tienes
que convertirte al catolicismo porque
te vas a casar; esa no es una buena
razén ".'Y, yo digo, bueno, nunca me
pidi6 que me convirtiera; nunca me
sujetd ni me obligd a ir a la iglesia a
punta de pistola ni nada por el estilo.
Esto es algo que yo acepte desde el
principio; siempre he tenido mucha
fe, pero habia algo que para mi falta-

ba en las otras iglesias cristianas y
gue estaba comenzando a encontrar
en la fe catdlica. Por lo tanto, no lo
hago por él, sino por mi. Tiene mas
sentido el poder tener un buen ma-
trimonio dentro de la misma religion
y criar a nuestros hijos de esa mane-
ray con esos valores.

La presencia real en la Eucaristia
es a menudo un gran obstaculo
para los conversos. ;Luchaste con
eso?

Creo que he recibido una gracia del
Sefior en el sentido de que no tuve
muchas luchas con algunas de las
creencias catdlicas; quizas sea por
madurez y por ser madre y no ser
una adolescente rebelde. Pero yo
conozco a Jesus desde hace mucho
tiempo, y ahora que he investigado y
entiendo que la Iglesia Catdlica es Su
verdadera Iglesia ... bueno, pues eso
es el origen de todo ¢sabes? Las re-
glas y la doctrina ahora tienen senti-
do parami. Y en lo que respecta a la
Eucaristia, siento la presencia de
Dios todo el tiempo, en todas partes;
creo que siempre ha sido asi. Enton-
ces, la realizacién de que sus pala-
bras "Este es mi cuerpo" son real-
mente muy ciertas me ayudo a acep-
tarlo sin problemas.

Uno de mis momentos favoritos en
la clase de RICA fue cuando el obispo
Robert Barron dijo en uno de sus
videos que "jO JesuUs es realmente
quien dice que es o esta loco!" Sigo
reflexionando sobre eso. Quiero de-
cir, si El realmente forma parte de la
Santisima Trinidad, alli esta la res-
puesta, jEso es! [risa...]

Y cémo te sentiste al recibir tus
sacramentos?

iLloré tanto después de mi Primera
Reconciliacién!, al realizar la enormi-
dad del amor de Dios y el acceso a la
gracia a través del ministerio de la
Iglesia Catodlica. Estaba asombrada
por todo, agradecida y también arre-
pentida de que me haya tomado tan-
to tiempo llegar aqui. Estaba muy

consciente de todas estas cosas que
habia tenido presente a lo largo de
los afios, sin haber tenido esta fe en
Jesus a través de Su Iglesia.

iY luego la Confirmacién y la Primera
Comunién! Realmente casi me des-
mayo, pero ese momento literalmen-
te me cambio la vida. Recibir la Co-
munién por primera vez fue simple-
mente indescriptible. No es una exa-
geracién decir que es la pieza que
falta en las otras iglesias cristianas.
Simplemente, lo Unico que puedo
decir es ... jguaul.

¢Cuales son los préximos pasos
para ti ahora que eres catélica?

El siguiente paso por ahora es que
mi hija asista a las clases de RCIC pa-
ra prepararse para hacer su Profe-
sion de Fe y recibir la Primera Comu-
niény la Confirmacién. También nos
estamos preparando para nuestra
boda en octubre. Una vez que las
cosas se calmen un poco me imagino
verme involucrada en la vida parro-
quial y patrocinar a alguien en el fu-
turo.

¢Algin consejo para alguien que
esté pensando en convertirse?

Si, confia en el proceso. Creo que
Dios nos lleva a donde mas necesita-
mos recibir nuestras lecciones en la
vida y tu aprendes en el camino.
También diria que deberia investigar
los temas; la Iglesia Catdlica se atiene
a la logica y cuando ya descubres la
belleza y la riqueza de la doctrina
catélica y después recibes los sacra-
mentos experimentas la cosa mas
gratificante y mas completa que ja-
mas te sucedera. Un nivel de satis-
faccién muy diferente, es la pieza
faltante que andas buscando.

Esto --- la
resurreccion de la carne --- es un elemento propio de
la revelacion cristiana, una piedra angular de nuestra
fe” (8/15/2018). Mientras llega este dia de ver a Dios
cara a cara, me uno a Maria y proclamo la grandeza
del Todopoderoso: “Proclama mi alma la grandeza
del Sefior, y mi espiritu se alegra en Dios mi Salva-
dor, porque se fij6 en su humilde esclava, y desde
ahora todas las generaciones me llamaran fe-

liz" (Lucas 1:46-47). Pidamos a la Virgen Maria, en
esta Eucaristia, que interceda ante su Hijo por no-
sotros.
