As a girl, Mary Mitchell escaped
death during the Japanese occu-
pation of Guam during World War
[l. She and her family settled in Liv-
ermore where she feels the Holy
Spirit called her to ministry at St
Michael's. Now at age 90, she re-
calls the joy and comfort she feels
when doing God's will. Here's her
Sacred Story:

Tell us about life during the
Japanese occupation of
Guam?

| was 9 years old when the Japa-
nese occupied the island during
World War I, shortly after the
bombing of Pearl Harbor. My father
was in the American Navy in Aus-
tralia, and the Japanese took my
older brothers into forced labor, to
carry ammunition for the soldiers.
My mother had to care for me and
my sisters alone, and the Japanese
took everything. Our home and
everything. But she kept us alive.
She saw every grain of rice as a life.

Did your faith help you then?

We were very devout Catholics, but

during those three years, we were
denied Masses and sacraments.
Our Chamorro priest was behead-
ed because they just assumed he
was a spy. It was a very dark, trying
time. None of us could receive
Christ. | was young and we were
just trying to stay alive, but the Ho-
ly Spirit gave us strength. Every day
was a hardship. We were forced to
obey Japanese rules, and we did
our best, but my mother was beat-
en because she couldn’t under-
stand Japanese. Toward the end of
the second year, we were taken to
a cave pretty much as hostages. |
escaped death more than once
during that time.

What happened?

We had run out of food, and we
were starving. My mother and |
went out to look for food. The snip-
ers almost got us; there were so
many close calls, | tell you! Snipers
were all over and if you were
Chamorro or American, you were
in danger. This was when the
Americans were liberating Guam,
and the Chamorro people were
considered suspects because the
Americans were our friends. We

should have died then, but | think
God was protecting us for a pur-
pose.

You and your family made it?

The Japanese took over Guam in a
day, but it took the Americans a
few weeks to liberate us. But final-
ly, we were rescued, and | will al-
ways love the Third Marine Divi-
sion. They are the ones who found
us. It was such a joy. A joyous day.
Things in Guam simmered down,
we were able to pray openly again,
we had Mass again.

Somehow, we were reunited with
my father and brothers. The whole
family was safe and together,
thanks to the Holy Spirit. My father
decided to move us to California. It
took us a whole month to travel
because Japan had not yet surren-
dered. | remmember being so sea-
sick! But my mom is my saint. She
guided us all through that time.
She divided up the food rations
among us children, and she was
just skin and bones. | wouldn't be
alive if it weren't for her.

You ended up in Livermore?

Yes, | graduated in 1952 from Liver-
more High. | got married, had chil-
dren. | worked out at the Lab as a
secretary. But you know, | have al-
ways felt like | was Samuel in that
Scripture when he says, “Lord | am
here to do your will.” | know that
God saved me from death during
the War for a reason.

What did the Lord call you to
do?

There were three main callings. The
first call was when | was ap-
proached by Father Toronto here at
St Michael's to teach catechism to
children preparing for First Com-
munion. | didn't know too much,
but the Holy Spirit was nudging me
on, almost saying, “I'm here. | will
help. Let's do this together!” You
know, when the Holy Spirit guides
you, you can do anything! So, | took
a crash course and trained as a cat-
echist, and that's what | did for 18
years.

What was the second calling?

| remember seeing in the bulletin
that the church needed regular
ushers. | asked Father Adams if he
didn't mind women helping be-
cause only men were ushers at that
time. He said to me, “By all means
you are welcome! We need all the
help we can get.” So, | sort of broke
the ice. | was the first female usher
at St Michael's, and | served for over
20 years.

And the third?

MARY MITCHELL

| was called to be a homebound
minister. It was a thing to look for-
ward to, to visit the sick and give
them Communion. | was so grate-
ful, and | guess | felt safe, knowing
that | was doing what God wanted
me to do. | just felt protected.

Well, | guess there was a fourth
kind of calling too, now that | think
about it. St Michael School used to
have this program called “Discovery
Day"” or something. People from
the community would come to

teach something to the students
like cooking or art. | was asked to
teach tennis.

You taught tennis too?

Yes! | was a tennis coach at
Livemore High for a number of
years. But | love the game, so | was
happy to show the 7th and 8th
grade kids at St Michael School
how to hit the ball. Seeing them fall
in love with the sport was a joy! And
even as recently as a few years ago,
people would come up to me after
Mass and say, “Mrs. Mitchell, | re-
member you teaching me tennis!”
Of course, they look much different
now, so I'm not so sure | can re-
member them as much, but it does
make me smile.

It sounds like you were meant
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to serve here at St Michael’s?

It would seem so. | kept telling my-
self that there must be a purpose
for me to be on earth. Because
there were so many ways | escaped
death, and now I'm 90 years old. My
life has been a gift, and | thank Him
for giving me a good husband, chil-
dren, grandchildren, and a great-
grandchild. And God'’s purpose for
me has been small things, you
know. Being a catechist, an usher, a
homebound minister and even a
tennis coach. But | know He want-
ed me todoit. | couldn't tell Him,
“Go find someone else!” | was
needed for small things. So anyway,
| haven't had any inkling from the
Holy Spirit anymore. | guess He de-
cided to let me retire! [laughing]

What's one thing you want
people to know?

In all these 90 years and in all of my
travels, and all the experiences that
I've had, the Holy Spirit has always
dwelled in me. | just came to the
conclusion that His love has always
been guiding and protecting me.
And it's not just me, right? It's you
too. So whenever Satan comes
around, just tell him to get out!
Just wake up every day and say,
“Lord, | come to do Your will."” And
you will have peace.

Mary, thank you for sharing
your story and your life with
our community.

Oh, there are so many more stories
to telll Thank you for letting me tell
this part. God bless you.



Mary Mitchell escapd de la muerte
durante la ocupacion japonesa de
Guam en la Segunda Guerra Mundi-
al, cuando apenas era una nina
pequefa. Ellay su familia se estable-
cieron en Livermore, en donde ella
cree que el Espiritu Santo la ha gui-
ado para realizar su ministerio en St.
Michael's. Ahora, a los 90 anos, ella
reflexiona en la alegria y el consuelo
que siente al hacer la voluntad de
Dios. Aqui estd su historia sagrada:

Cuéntenos como era la vida du-
rante la ocupacioén japonesa de
Guam.

Yo tenia 9 aflos cuando los japoneses
ocuparon la isla de Guam durante la
Segunda Guerra Mundial, un poco
después del bombardeo de Pearl
Harbor. Mi padre se habia enlistado
en la Marina estadounidense en Aus-
tralia, y los japoneses obligaron a mis
hermanos mayores a realizar traba-
jos forzados llevando municiones a
los soldados. Los japoneses nos qui-
taron todo lo que teniamos, in-
cluyendo nuestra casa, y mi madre
se quedo sola cuiddndome amiy a
mis hermanas. Ella nos logré man-
tener vivas, contando con el alimen-
to de cada grano de arroz.

.Y entonces, les ayudo su fe?
Eramos catdlicos muy devotos, pero

La Historia Sagrada de Mary Mitchell

durante esos tres afos se Nos nega-
ron misas y sacramentos. Nuestro
sacerdote, de origen Chamorro, fue
decapitado porque simplemente
asumieron que era un espia (Los
Chamorro eran las personas
indigenas de las Islas Marianas, di-
vididos politicamente ente el territo-
rio Estadounidense de Guam y los
paises mancomunados de las Islas
Marianas en Micronesia). Fue un
tiempo muy dificil y oscuro y nadie
podia recibir a Cristo. Yo era muy
joven en ese entonces y solo recuer-
do que estdbamos tratando de man-
tenernos con vida, ciertamente con
la ayuda del Espiritu Santo que nos
dio fuerzas para resolver las difi-
cultades diarias. Nos obligaron a
obedecer las reglas japonesas e hici-
mos lo mejor que pudimos; sin em-
bargo, golpearon a mi madre porque
no podia entender japonés. Hacia el
final del segundo afo de la ocu-
pacién, nos llevaron a una cueva
practicamente como rehenes. Du-
rante ese tiempo, mas de una vez
logre escapar de la muerte.

¢ Qué sucedi6?

Por ejemplo, en una ocasién nos
habiamos quedado sin comiday
estdbamos hambrientos y mi madre
y yo salimos a buscar comida. Los
francotiradores casi nos alcanzaron

con sus balasy créame, jHubo tantas
veces en gque la vimos muy de cercal
Los francotiradores estaban por
todas partes y si eras Chamorro o
Norteamericano, estabas en peligro.
Esto fue durante el periodo de tiem-
po cuando los estadounidenses esta-
ban liberando a Guam, y el pueblo
Chamorro era considerado so-
spechoso porque los es-
tadounidenses eran nuestros ami-
gos. Deberiamos haber muerto en-
tonces, pero creo que Dios nos esta-
ba protegiendo para un propdsito
determinado.

Cuéntenos coémo se lograron sal-
var usted y su familia.

Un dia, los japoneses se tomaron
Guam, pero los estadounidenses tar-
daron algunas semanas en liberar-
nos, pero finalmente fuimos rescata-
dos. Siempre amaré a la Tercera Di-
vision de Infanteria de Marina
porgue ellos fueron los que nos en-
contraron. Fue una gran alegria, un
dia feliz; las cosas en Guam se
calmaron, y nuevamente pudimos
orar abiertamente, y celebrar la misa.

Gracias al Espiritu Santo, la familia se
mantuvo segura y unida y de una
forma u otra logramos reunirnos con
mi padre y mis hermanos. Mi padre
decidié mudarnos a California; nos
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tomd un mes entero viajar porque
Japdén aun no se habia rendido.
iRecuerdo sentirme tan mareada en
ese viaje! Pero mi mama fue como
una santa; nos guid a todos durante
ese tiempo. Ella repartia las raciones
de comida entre nosotros, los ninos,
aunque ella era solo piel y huesos; si
no fuera por ella, no estaria viva.

.Se establecié en Livermore?

Si, me gradué en 1952 de Livermore
High; luego me casé, tuve mis hijosy
trabajé en el laboratorio como secre-
taria. Pero sabe, siempre me he iden-
tificado con la historia de Samuel en
las sagradas Escrituras, cuando él re-
spondid: "Sefor, estoy aqui para
hacer tu voluntad". Sé que Dios me
salvo de la muerte durante la Guerra
por alguna razén.

¢Cual fue el llamado del Sefior?

Fueron tres llamados principales. El
primer llamado fue cuando el Padre
Toronto se acercé a miaqui en la par-
roquia de St Michael's para pedirme
gue ensenara catecismo a los nifos
gue se preparaban para la Primera
Comunién. No sabia cdmo hacerlo,
pero el Espiritu Santo me estaba
empujando, como diciendo: “Estoy
aqui. Le ayudaré. jHagamos esto jun-
tos!" Ya sabes, cuando el Espiritu San-
to te guia, jpuedes hacer cualquier
cosal! Entonces, tomé un curso
acelerado y me capacité como
catequista, y eso fue lo que hice du-
rante 18 afos.

¢ Cudl fue el segundo llamado?

Recuerdo haber visto en el boletin
que la iglesia necesitaba aco-
modadores regulares. Le pregunté al
padre Adams si no le importaba que
las mujeres ayudaran porque en ese
momento solo los hombres lo hacian.
Me dijo: “iPor supuesto que eres bien-
venida! Necesitamos toda la ayuda
gue podamos conseguir." Entonces,

rompi el molde; fui la primera aco-
modadora en St. Michael's y servi du-
rante mas de 20 afos.

Y el tercero?

Fui llamada al ministerio de servir a
las personas confinadas en el hogar.
Era algo que me entusiasmaba, visi-
tar a los enfermos y llevarles la Co-
munién. Estaba tan agradecida al
Senor, y supongo que me senti se-
gura, sabiendo que estaba haciendo
lo que Dios queria que hiciera. Sim-
plemente me senti protegida.

Bueno, supongo que también hubo
un cuarto tipo de llamada, ahora que
recuerdo. La escuela de St. Michael
solia tener este programa llamado
"Discovery Day" o algo asi. La gente
de la comunidad venia a ensefarles
algo a los estudiantes como cocina o
arte. Me pidieron que ensefara tenis.

¢Fue instructora de tenis?

iSi' Fui instructora de tenis en
Livemore High durante varios afios.
Este juego me encantaba, de modo
gue me senti feliz de mostrarles a los
nifos de 7.°y 8.° grado de la Escuela
St Michael cémo pegarle a la pelota.
iVerlos enamorarse del deporte fue
una gran alegria! Incluso, todavia
hace unos pocos afios, la gente se me
acercaba después de misay me
decia: “Sra. jMitchell, recuerdo que
usted me ensefd a jugar tenis! Por
supuesto, ellos han cambiado mucho
y a veces no los recuerdo, pero me
hace sonreir.
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Parece que su destino fue servir
aqui en la parroquia de St
Michael's.

Parece que si. Siempre me decia, de-
be de haber un propdsito para yo es-
tar aqui, después de haber escapado
tantas veces de la muerte y haber
llegado a los 90 anos. Mi vida ha sido
un regaloy le agradezco a Dios por
haberme darme un buen esposo, hi-
jos, nietos y un bisnieto. Y el
propdsito de Dios para mi han sido
cosas pequefas, ya sabes. Ser
catequista, acomodadora, ministra
de enfermos y confinados e incluso
instructora de tenis. Pero sé que El
gueria que lo hiciera. No podia de-
cirle: “i\Ve a buscar a alguien mas!”" Me
necesitaban para cosas pequefas. De
todos modos, Ultimamente ya no he
tenido ningun llamado nuevo del Es-
piritu Santo. {Supongo que El decididé
jubilarme! [risa]

. Qué es lo que quiere compartir
con otras personas?

En todos estos 90 afios y en todos
mis viajes y las experiencias que he
tenido en la vida, el Espiritu Santo
siempre ha habitado en mi. Acabo de
llegar a la conclusién de que Su amor
siempre me ha guiado y protegido. Y
no solo a mi, ¢sabe? también a todos
ustedes. Entonces, cada vez que Sa-
tanas se presente en su vida, idile que
se vaya! Levantese todos los dias dic-
iendo: “Sefor, aqui estoy para hacer
tu voluntad”. Y tendra paz.

Mary, gracias por compartir su his-
toria y su vida con nuestra comun-
idad.
