Saying YES

to the

Heart of Jesus

FR THEO VILLARIZA #SACRED STORY

Nurtured in the faith of a loving
family, Fr Theo Villariza lived a shel-
tered and comfortable life steeped
in the Catholic culture. One day
during a silent retreat, he envi-
sioned his heart and the wounded
Sacred Heart of Jesus becoming
one. To make this vision a reality,
he knew he must leave his life of
comfort and immerse himself in
the suffering of others. Here's his
Sacred Story:

Fr Theo, what was your "life of
comfort" like?

My parents are very religious peo-
ple,and | grew up in a Catholic cul-
ture: we went to Mass, prayed our
rosaries, prayed over the sick, and
prayed every night before bed. |
enjoyed a loving family. My nick-
name is "Bong," after Ferdinand
and Imelda Maros's son called
"Bongbong." In a way, | guess | was
like my parents' prince!

Then | went to seminary in high
school, and it was a fantastic com-
munity of brothers who studied,
prayed, and played together. It was
an enjoyable life. Sheltered but fun.
Even after college, | worked at the
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Archbishop's office, so it was still
the same environment. | realized
that | had to be a little more adven-
turous and take some risks at a
certain point.

What was your next adven-
ture?

| decided to study in Manila, the
capital of the Philippines. It was
indeed a different place! | was on
my own, and not everyone spoke
the same language. It was an
awareness of being part of the
country, not just my island. That's
when | was introduced to the Igna-
tian Spirituality, to find God in all
things. We were tasked to go out
to minister to the urban poor. It
really expanded my walls, you
know? To go out in the uncomfort-
able world where people were real-
ly having a hard time.

Wow, you must have leaned
on prayer during this time.

Yes, | really admired a brother who
was so intense with his prayers. |
wanted to be more like him, and |
remember praying that | would

become a saint, even a martyred
saint! | remember telling God that |
would accept it if discomfort and
pain were required to become a
saint. | said yes.

That was the beginning of
your devotion to the Sacred
Heart?

Looking back, | think it was. Later |
went to a 30-Day silent Ignatian
retreat. Oh, it was really intense!
I'm not good about being silent
[laughing], and that silence was
deafening! But anyway, one image
that stayed with me that | had dur-
ing contemplation was of two
hearts. In my mind so clearly, | pic-
tured my heart and Jesus' heart
overlapping, becoming closer and
closer. It was so captivating that |
drew in my journal. | prayed, "God,
may your heart and my heart be
one."

That is so beautiful!

Thank you. But then | had to ac-
cept that the Sacred Heart of Jesus
is always depicted as wounded. |
kept asking myself if | would like
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that kind of life? There is, after all,
a very natural human tendency to
avoid discomfort. And | don't en-
joy pain any more than anyone
else! So | had to really decide on
taking this challenge. | am re-
minded of constantly taking up
the challenge, of this calling to be
one with Him in His heart. So,
again, | said yes.

In what ways have you unit-
ed with the wounded heart
of Jesus?

Not long after that retreat, | be-
gan work with a charity in Min-
danao, in the middle of the
armed conflict. So many peo-
ple, especially children, were
displaced. Most of the popula-
tion were Muslim, so it was very
much outside of my comforta-
ble Catholic culture. | was as-
signed to an integrative emer-
gency health management pro-
gram for children who were af-
fected. Evacuees. | helped pre-
pare food to feed 1200 children
every day! We helped with medi-
cal needs and psychological assis-
tance too.

That must have been a culture
shock!

Yes! | was so naive! | ate with Mus-
lims and made the mistake of us-
ing the same serving utensil for
pork and beef. They wouldn't eat
with me anymore! | was working
with the children one day, and |
asked them to draw a pig, and
they looked at me like | asked
them to draw the devil! | really
had to come out of my own per-

ceptions and biases to be im-
mersed in their situation. These
people had been uprooted from
their homes and had nothing. The
women and children were unedu-
cated, and most didn't even know
how to read or write. So tragic. It
was really a concrete experience
of how Jesus grieves with the
pains of all people.

Is that when you discovered
the direction of your voca-
tion?

Yes, | returned to the seminary
and felt more mature. In a way, |
had experienced that spirit of sur-
render by being in touch with
some harsh realities. It helped me
grow as a person and as a Chris-
tian. And then, eventually, | said

yes again. | was ordained in 2006

as a priest.

What brought you to Liver-
more?

| was surprised when my bishop
called me and said, "I'm sending
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you to the US for studies. We need
more priests who understand spir-
ituality, especially spiritual direc-
tors for other priests." So | didn't
really think about it. Now | am
here, studying Christian spirituali-
ty at the Jesuit School of Theology
in Berkeley.

At first, | didn't see the connection
of where God might be leading
me with these studies, but it is a
little more clear. The core of the
priesthood is conforming our
hearts to the heart of Jesus. To be
Jesus among His suffering people.
And there is just so, so much suf-
fering. So many people need to
experience the love of Jesus. If|
can help other priests unite their
hearts to the Lord's heart, then |
will be indeed a happy man!

And you love music too. How
does that help you in your vo-
cation?

Oh, music is the language of the
soul! We can all understand much
through music, no matter who
you are, our culture, or back-
ground. | love to sing, and | play
the piano and organ. My vocation
has a soundtrack! I'm very excited
to be the new music teacher at St
Michael School too.l look forward
to the adventure there.

We are so blessed to have you
here at St Michael's for the
time you are here.

I am happy too. | will continue to
pray for all of you. Please pray for
me too!

Me di cuenta de que
tenia que ser un poco mas aven-
tureroy arriesgarme en un mo-
mento determinado.

¢Cual fue tu préxima aventu-
ra?

Decidi estudiar en Manila, la capi-
tal de Filipinas. iDe hecho, era un
lugar diferente! Estaba soloy no
todos hablaban el mismo idioma.
Fui consciente que tenia que ser
parte del pais, no solo de mi isla.
Fue entonces cuando conoci la
espiritualidad de Ignacio, para en-
contrar a Dios en todas las cosas.

Recuerdo haberle
dicho a Dios que lo aceptaria si se
necesitaran molestias y dolor para
convertirse en santo. Dije si.

.Ese fue el comienzo de su
devocién al Sagrado Corazén?

Mirando hacia atras, creo que lo
fue. Mas tarde fui a un retiro Igna-
ciano silencioso de 30 dias. {Oh,
fue realmente intenso! No soy
bueno estando en silencio
[riendo], iy ese silencio fue ensor-
decedor! Pero de todos modos,
una imagen que se quedd conmi-
go durante la contemplacion fue
la de dos corazones. En mi mente
con tanta claridad, me imaginé mi
corazény el corazdén de JesUs su-
perpuestos, cada vez mas cerca-
nos.

iEso es tan bonito!

Cracias. Pero luego tuve que

preguntando si me gustaria ese
tipo de vida. Después de todo, ex-
iste una tendencia humana muy
natural a evitar la incomodidad. ;Y
no disfruto del dolor mas que
nadie! Asi que tuve que decidir
realmente aceptar este desafio.
Me acuerdo de aceptar constante-
mente el desafio, de este llamado
a ser uno con El en Su corazén.
Entonces, nuevamente, dije que si.

¢De qué manera te has unido
al corazén herido de Jesus?

Poco después de ese retiro, co-
mencé a trabajar con una organi-
zacion benéfica en Mindanao, en
medio del conflicto armado.
Mucha gente, especialmente ni-
fos, fue desplazada. La mayoria de
la poblacién era musulmana, por
lo que estaba muy fuera de mi
codmoda cultura catoélica. Me asi-
gnaron a un programa de admin-
istracion integral de la salud de
emergencia para los niflos afecta-
dos. Evacuados. jAyudé a preparar
comida para alimentar a 1200 ni-
fos todos los dias! También
ayudamos con necesidades médi-
casy asistencia psicolégica.

iEso debe haber sido un
choque cultural!

iSi! jFui tan ingenuo! Comi con
musulmanes y cometi el error de
usar el mismo utensilio para servir
para la carne de cerdoy deres. iYa
no comerian conmigo! Un dia es-
taba trabajando con los niflos y les
pedi que dibujaran un cerdo, jy

me miraron como si les pidiera
gue dibujaran al diablo! Realmen-
te tuve que salir de mis propias
percepciones y prejuicios para su-
mergirme en su situacion. Estas
personas habian sido desarraiga-
das de sus hogares y no tenian
nada. Las mujeres y los ninos no
tenian educaciéon y la mayoria ni
siquiera sabia leer o escribir. Tan
tragico. Realmente fue una experi-
encia concreta de cémo JesuUs su-
fre con los dolores de todas las
personas.

¢Fue entonces cuando descu-
brié la direccién de su
vocacion?

Si, volvi al seminario y me senti
mas maduro. En cierto modo,
habia experimentado ese espiritu
de entrega al estar en contacto
con algunas realidades duras. Me
ayudd a crecer como personay
como cristiano. Y luego, finalmen-
te, dije que si de nuevo. Fui or-
denado sacerdote en 2006.

¢ Qué te trajo a Livermore?

Me sorprendidé cuando mi obispo
me llamd y me dijo: "Te envio a los
Estados Unidos para estudiar.
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Necesitamos mas sacerdotes que
entiendan la espiritualidad, espe-
cialmente directores espirituales
para otros sacerdotes". Asi que
realmente no pensé en eso. Ahora
estoy aqui, estudiando espirituali-
dad cristiana en la Escuela de Teo-
logia de los Jesuitas en Berkeley.

Al principio, no veia la conexion de
hacia dénde Dios me podria estar
guiando con estos estudios, pero
estd un poco mas claro. El nucleo
del sacerdocio es adaptar nuestro
corazon al corazén de Jesus. Ser
Jesus entre su pueblo que sufre. Y
hay tanto, tanto sufrimiento.
Mucha gente necesita experimen-
tar el amor de Jesus. Si puedo
ayudar a otros sacerdotes a unir
sus corazones al corazén del Se-
nor, jentonces seré un hombre
feliz!

Y a usted también le encanta
la musica. ¢Cémo le ayuda eso
en su vocacion?

iOh, la muUsica es el lenguaje del
alma! Todos podemos entender
mucho a través de la muUsica, sin
importar quién sea usted, nuestra
cultura o antecedentes. Me en-
canta cantar y tocar el pianoy el
6rgano. {Mi vocacion tiene banda
sonora! Estoy muy emocionado de
ser el nuevo profesor de musica
en St Michael School también. Es-
pero con ansias la aventura alli.

Estamos muy bendecidos de
tenerlo aqui en St Michael du-
rante el tiempo que esté aqui.

Yo también estoy feliz. Continuaré
orando por todos ustedes. jPor
favor, reza también por mil!

God doesn't demand a fixed amount of money from us; he wants us to
give from the heart.
