What brought you to that
decision?

| decided now is the time because my
two younger kids are in the same
place as | am. One is preparing for
First Communion and the other is in
the second-year preparation class for
Confirmation. | thought that, you know,
I'm the father and | just didn't want my
kids to wonder why | wasn't receiving
Communion, why | wasn't going to
Mass. | realized that | had to be the
spiritual leader for my family. Now we
are a team, in this together.

Your wife is blessed!

Ha, well, we arent married in the
Church. But we are talking with
Father John about how to make that
right too. | want my family to be
united with God. | want to be a role
model for my kids.

You are the father, but your kids
helping you!

Yes! | guess so. | want the best for
them. | want us to be a family that is
right in God's eyes. And in the
catechism class with Jose, Im
learning so much. I'm learning the
importance of putting God first every
day, in all parts of my life. And to pray
every day.

What is your favorite kind of prayer?
Every night we pray the Our Father
together as a family. And we pray
before meals. It brings us together in
front of God, and it makes me feel
grateful. It is a simple thing that was
missing.

Has St Michael's been your home
for a while?

Yes, | feel at home here. And my kids
like it here, and it's where they are
growing and making friends. It's good
to have a community, you know? |
feel that the St Michael community
has been good to me.

What advice would you give
another father who hasn't
completed his sacraments?

You should do it! You should be the
man your family needs. | don't think |
felt truly alive until | made the choice
to attend the classes and learn things
about my faith that | never knew:. It's
like part of me was just gone, and
now it's back. 'm making my way
back to God and my family is too. It's
a gift.

It makes you feel better?

Yes. | feel better. | have more peace. |
now get little insights, like little voices
that nudge me. “Hey, you have to go
to Mass. You have to pray!" And I'm
just grateful for what God has offered
to me. The classes for adults in
Spanish are good and the timing was
perfect.

Do you see yourself being
involved in ministry at St
Michael's?

Yes, if God permits that, | would like

to help at Mass. Maybe be an usher
collecting the offerings.

For many of us, the only time we think about St. Joseph is around Christmas,
when we put out the nativity scene or hear the narratives of the birth of Jesus.
We know the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of Jesus, was chosen by God to be His
mother. However, Joseph was chosen as well N chosen to be the earthly father of
Jesus. While Joseph is not the biological father of Jesus, he accepted the
responsibility of being the father of Jesus.

In his Apostolic Letter entitled Patris corde (“With a Father's Heart"), Pope Francis
describes St. Joseph as a beloved father, a tender and loving father, an
accepting father, a father who is “creatively courageous." Joseph defended,
protected, cared for, and raised Jesus.

May all men look to St. Joseph and invoke his intercession, whether they are
fathers or father figures. Pope Francis wrote:

A man does not become a father simply by
bringing a child into the world, but by taking up the responsibility to care for that

child. Whenever a man accepts responsibility for the life of another, in some way
he becomes a father to that person’
