Ashley Weiss didn't picture herself
getting married young and having
a big family. But after meeting
Derek and becoming Catholic, her
world changed in a very counter-
culture way. Now expecting her
sixth child, she shares the joys and
challenges of having a big, beauti-
ful family. Here's her Sacred Story:

How many kids do you and
Derek have?

Six! We have Johnny, who's seven.
Michael is five. Jacob is four. Rose is
three. Lily is two, and Zachary is
arriving in early December.

So, did you always think about
having a big family?

No! | didn't grow up Catholic,and |
really never thought of it. Then |
met Derek. | felt called into the
faith and started RCIA when we
were engaged, got married, and
then was baptized when Johnny
was a year old. We were 21 and 22.
We talked about it, and he was
thinking two kids, maybe three. |
was thinking three, maybe four.
We figured we would meet the
middle at three, and we had our
three boys. Then went ahead to

have a girl, and we had Rose. Lily
was a surprise. And Mr. Zachary
was too. Actually, Johnny kept
praying for another sibling, so God
listened! [laughing] We did ask
him to please pray for other things
now!

Getting married young and
having a big family is very

"counter-culture" these days.

It absolutely is. Everything out

there advocates for "living your life"

first. As if somehow this isn't life?
Nothing in the mainstream world
encourages large families, and all
you hear is the negative: how it's a
lot of work, how it is difficult and
exhausting. We wanted our kids
while we were young to be active
with them through high school
and beyond. Yeah, sometimesiitis
difficult and exhausting. But it's
also amazing and fulfilling! That's
what isn't heard. That it's both. It's
a full spectrum of everything.

What are the comments you're
just tired of hearing?

"Do you know what causes that?"
Yeah, we do. "Do you guys have a

TV at home to watch instead?" Yes,
we do. "You can stop now." | wasn't
asking your permission. "Wow, you
have your hands full!" Thanks for
pointing out the obvious.

What are some of the nice
things you hear?

A customer at Starbucks where |
work noticed | am obviously preg-
nant. She asked if it was my first
one, and | just said no. | usually
leave it there, but she asked the
inevitable follow-up question of
how many | have. When | said this
is number six, | was bracing for the
typical responses. But her reaction
wasn't the usual! She excitedly
said, "Oh, that is so great that you
have a large family! You must be a
great mom!" If she hadn't already
paid, | was going to give her free
coffee!

Your whole family is at Mass
every Sunday. Do you get neg-
ative reactions there?

Yeah, | try to ignore it. | used to be
bothered by it, but | decided a
while ago that it's THEIR problem if
they don't want my children to
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learn how to behave in church. If
they don't notice that we are try-
ing, oh well.

Johnny will receive First Com-
munion this year, so we've been
like hammering it in that it's es-
sential to pay attention and sit
still. We instill that we are not
coming for ourselves, to be enter-
tained. Michael has always been
the one since he was little who
consistently wants to go to Mass,
and he usually really enjoys it and
lights up, especially when there is
singing. Jacob has always been
our wiggly one. The girls have al-
ways been wild cards. Lily's never
had volume control so that one's
always interesting. But we just
kind of have to roll with whatever
the day brings.

Some think that kids auto-
matically know how to be-
have like adults!

| know! There's really no other
place that they can learn how to
be quiet and respectful unless you
give them the opportunity. Derek
and | also facilitate the infant Bap-
tism classes, and we tell parents to
bring the kids to Mass when
they're young, so they know what
the expectation is when they're
older. Otherwise, if they're coming
to Mass for the first time in kinder-
garten or first grade, they're not
going to have any clue how to be.
For the parents, it is definitely a lot
of work. But the benefits are liter-
ally enormous.

What are some strategies for
celebrating Mass with littles?

Well, we do try to sit with family or
God-family. They all help manage

the boys when one or both are
having "a day." Derek and | usual-
ly take on the girls. We all work as
a team. If they are just not able to
settle down, we take them out-
side. The important thing is to
bring them back in. Going out is-
Nn't a reward for bad behavior; it's a
break to help them try again.
Bringing special Mass toys like
soft books or string rosaries that

only come out when in the church
is helpful. Sitting up front where
they can see is helpful too. Oh,
and we are not above bribery! Do-
nuts are only for kids who do well
in church! But mostly, when the
kids are little, | try to remember it's
not about me.

How do you and Derek keep
spiritually replenished?

It is hard to have a relaxing Mass
experience when we are essential-
ly working through the whole
thing. But my in-laws, Deacon Da-
vid, and Darcel will surprise us
once and a while and let us go to
Saturday vigil Mass alone while
they watch the kids. It's like we are

in our own prayerful bubble! It's so
lovely to focus and relax and actu-
ally have a moment to pray during
Mass, or we're not dealing with
the kids. And of course, our prayer
life at home, in those quiet mo-
ments, takes priority.

Any thoughts for young cou-
ples thinking about starting a
big family?

Really after three kids, there's no
giant difference! You're already
outnumbered; what's one more?!
You already have the stuff. You
already know how to deal. A big
family may not be everyone's
choice, and it does take a lot in the
early years. But | think the rewards
outshine the sacrifices.

What would you say to Catho-
lic parents struggling to keep
the family in faith?

Go to Mass! [laughing] Seriously,
invest the energy it takes to get
them there. And sit by us! You will
see that we are definitely not per-
fect, but we're trying. You can try
too. We'll hang out and be a big
Catholic playgroup! I'd also say
pray a lot as a family. Pray before
meals, share Bible stories, teach
them the sign of the cross. Bless
them on their foreheads. Create a
Catholic culture that isn't limited
to one hour on Sundays. Make it a
thing.

Thank you for sharing your
big family with the St Michael
community. We are blessed
by all of you!

Si, a veces es
dificil y agotador. jPero también es
asombroso y satisfactorio! Eso es lo
gue no se escucha, que es ambas
cosas. Es el rango completo.

¢Cuales son los comentarios que
estas cansada de escuchar?

";Sabes cual es la causa de eso?" Si,
lo sabemos. "; No tienen un televisor
en casa?" Si, lo tenemos. "Ya pueden
parar." No te estamos pidiendo
permiso. "iVaya, tienes las manos
llenas!" Gracias por sefnalar lo obvio.

¢Cuadles son algunas de las cosas
agradables que escuchas?

Un cliente de Starbucks donde yo
trabajo noté que obviamente estoy
embarazada. Me preguntd si era el
primer embarazo y le dije que no.
Normalmente no hago mas comen-
tarios, pero ella hizo la inevitable
pregunta de seguimiento de cuan-
tos hijos tengo. Cuando dije que
éste es el numero seis, ya me estaba
preparando para los tipicos comen-
tarios. jPero su reaccion fue
diferente! Ella dijo emocionada:
"iOh, que bueno que tengas una fa-
milia numerosa; debes ser una gran
mama!" Si ella no hubiera pagado
ya, iYo le hubiera dado el café gratis!

Tu familia completa asiste a Misa
todos los Domingos. ¢ Recibes reac-
ciones negativas?

Si, y yo trato de ignorarlo. Antes me
molestaba, pero desde hace un
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tiempo decidi ignorarlos. El prob-
lema es de ELLOS si no entienden
gue Mi esposo y yo estamos tra-
tando de que nuestros hijos apren-
dan a comportarse en la iglesia.
Johnny recibira la Primera Co-
munidn este ano, asi gue hemos
estado repitiendo una y otra vez que
es esencial prestar atenciony
qguedarse quietos; les inculcamos
gue no vamos a la iglesia para en-
tretenernos o por conveniencia. Mi-
chael siempre ha sido el que desde
pequeno siempre quiere ir a misa, y
por lo general lo disfruta muchoy se
pone muy contento, especialmente
cuando hay canto. Jacob siempre ha
sido el mas inquieto. Con las niflas
nunca se sabe qué puede pasar; Lily
nunca ha podido controlar el volu-
men, asi que con ella nunca se sabe,
la experiencia siempre es interesan-
te. Pero simplemente tenemos que
lidiar con lo que nos depare el dia.

jAlgunas personas piensan que los
nifos automaticamente saben
cémo comportarse como adultos!

iYo lo sé bien! Realmente no hay ot-
ro lugar donde puedan aprender a
ser callados y respetuosos a menos
que les des la oportunidad. Derek y
yo también facilitamos las clases de
bautismo infantil, y les decimos a los
padres que traigan a los nifos a
Misa cuando estan pequenos, para
gue sepan cual es la expectativa cu-
ando sean mayores. De |lo contrario,
si van a misa por primera vezy al
jardin de infantes o al primer grado,
no tendran ni idea de cobmo com-
portarse. Para los padres es definiti-
vamente bastante trabajo, pero los
beneficios son literalmente
enormes.

¢Cuales son algunas estrategias

para celebrar la misa con los mas
pequeinos?

Bueno, tratamos de sentarnos con
la familia o la familia divina. Todos
ayudan a manejar a los ninos cuan-
do uno o ambos tienen "uno de esos
dias". Derek y yo solemos encargar-
nos de las nifas. Trabajamos en
equipo y si simplemente no pueden
calmarse, los llevamos afuera. Lo
importante es hacer que vuelvan a
entrar; sacarlos de la iglesia no es
una recompensa por el mal com-
portamiento; es un descanso para
ayudarlos a intentarlo de nuevo. Es
util traer juguetes especiales para la
Misa, como por ejemplo libros blan-
dos o rosarios de cuerda, que solo se
usan cuando se esta en la iglesia.
También es importante sentarse al
frente dénde ellos pueden ver
también lo que esta pasando. i{Oh,y
no estamos por encima del soborno!
iLas donas son solo para los nifos
gue se portan bien en la iglesia!
Pero, sobre todo, cuando los ninos
son pequenos, trato de recordar que
no se trata de mi.

¢Como se reponen tu y Derek
espiritualmente?

Es dificil tener una experiencia de
misa relajante cuando esencialmen-
te estamos trabajando todo el tiem-
po. Pero mis suegros, el didcono Da-
vid y Darcel nos sorprenderan de
vez en cuando y nos dejan ir solos a
la misa de vigilia del sabado mien-
tras ellos cuidan a los nifos. j{Es co-
Mo si estuviéramos en nuestra pro-
pia burbuja de oracién! Es tan
agradable poder concentrarse y
relajarse y tener un momento para
orar durante la misa, sin tener que
lidiar con los ninos. Y, por supuesto,
nuestra vida de oracidén en casa, en
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esos momentos de tranquilidad,
tiene prioridad.

¢Alguna sugerencia para las pare-
jas jévenes que estan pensando en
formar una gran familia?

Realmente después de tres hijos,
ino hay gran diferencia! Ya te super-
an en ndmero; ;qué importa uno
mas? Ya tienes las cosas, ya sabes lo
gue tienes que hacer. Tener una fa-
milia numerosa puede que no sea
una opcién para muchas personasy
se necesita hacer mucho esfuerzo
en los primeros anos. Pero creo que
las recompensas superan a los sacri-
ficios.

. Qué les diria a los padres catdlicos
que luchan por mantener a la fa-
milia en la fe?

iVe a misa! [risas] En serio, invierte la
energia necesaria para llevarlos a
Misa. jSiéntate a nuestro lado! Veras
que definitivamente no somos per-
fectos, pero lo estamos intentando y
tu puedes intentarlo también.
iPasaremos el rato juntos y haremos
un gran grupo catdlico de juego!
También diria que recen mucho en
familia, oren antes de las comidas,
compartan historias biblicas,
enséneles la senal de la cruz,
bendicelos en sus frentes. Pueden
crear una cultura catdlica que no se
limite a una hora los domingos. Dale
importancia.
