Fr Peter John Guarin’s Sacred Story

Father Peter John Guarin is a dioc-
esan priest from the Philippines
and currently fulfilling his child-
hood dream of serving as a mis-
sionary to the poorest villages in
Kenya, Africa. Despite the hard-
ships, he is astounded by the joy of
the Holy Spirt experienced there.
Here's his sacred story:

Serving as a missionary was a
childhood dream?

Yes, it was! In May, in the Philip-
pines, we celebrate "Flores de
Mayo," a month dedicated to Our
Lady. Every day children gather in
every chapel of the village, and we
offer flowers to Mary. | remember
being very young, listening to talks
on the faith and stories of the
saints. Primarily hearing stories of
saints who were missionaries is
what attracted me to the priest-
hood. | remember saying to myself,
"l want to become a saint by being
sent as a missionary to faraway
places like Africa!" And now I'm
serving the people of Kenyal!

How did that come about?

Good question! It all started when
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our new Archbishop in Jaro met an
African Bishop in 2016 who invited
him to send some priests as mis-
sionaries to his Diocese in Lodwar,
Kenya. When | became a priest, |
volunteered because | felt a sense
of fulfillment and joy just hearing
about it. That's how | knew it was
God calling me there, that sense of
happiness.

What are some beautiful
things about Kenya?

Well, it is different there! One of the
things that | appreciate is how joy-
ful the people are. They are very
poor: they struggle to have any-
thing to eat or clean water to drink
or shoes. Being able to serve God's
people and share Jesus with them
is the most fulfilling thing.  am
humbled and honored every day.

Also, people there are expressive
about their joy and gratitude. They
jump in jubilation; they dance and
sing. And you can't help but join in
with the celebration! It's impres-
sive, especially during Mass. It is
always one of the most exciting
things | found there. We learn that
the Mass is joyful, but I've never ex-

perienced such a display of cele-
bration of the Holy Eucharist until
Kenya. The Holy Spirit is very, very
particularly present!

What are some of the chal-
lenges?

When we started in Kenya, we
started the parish from scratch. We
had to establish a community that
included several villages as far as
23 miles away. They only know of
the Sacrament of the Holy Eucha-
rist and the Mass but are not yet
familiar with other Sacraments.
Although the missionaries have
been serving them for a long time,
they could not focus on evangeliz-
ing people until now.

One of the most challenging
things to teach is monogamy. In
their culture, they are polygamous.
Most men have many wives. The
father of one of our altar boys has
ten wives and 30 children. Catech-
esis is challenging, too, because of
the language barrier. The official
language is English, but the local
language is Turkana, and the na-
tional language is Kiswahili. We
must always have an interpreter.
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The concepts of the faith are com-
plex enough without a language
barrier, so it is a slow process. But
so worth it!

Of course, the physical demands
are great. Sometimes we must
bring food to neighboring villages,
carrying it along with us as we walk
10 miles each way, under the
scorching heat of the sun. And
finding clean water there is very
difficult. All the rivers are dry. But
we can be just thankful to the Lord
for small things and share the joy of
people when we're able to reach
them.

What are some personal chal-
lenges for you?

A missionary must remmember that
we cannot solve every problem. We
are there to be Christ for them at
the moment. We bring them food
and water, but they will still be hun-
gry and thirsty tomorrow. We bring
the joy of the Gospel, but many will
not understand. It's good to stay
focused on the fact that Jesus is
the savior, not us!

Do you ever feel alone in your
mission?

The fantastic thing is that | do not!
By our Baptism, we are all called to
be missionaries. People from back
home will message with, "How are
you doing? How can we help?"
They are thinking of me, and this
community means that we are
connected. Many people back in
the Philippines and elsewhere in
the world are extending their help
to us. Prayers, financial assistance,
in-kind gifts help. And the people of
Kenya feel it too! They like knowing
that they are cared for and are im-
portant and valued. Despite the
hardships and the many challenges
we face every day, your prayers and
support keep us going. We experi-
ence being part of the body of
Christ.

What can St Michael parishion-
ers do to help?

Firstly, we need your prayers, even
your thoughts. The second is finan-
cial help. Lastly, we love receiving
clothing, rosaries, or other religious

articles. We are thrilled with each
item we receive, not only for practi-
cal reasons but also because we
feel unified in the mission. We are
all missionaries, even if we cannot
travel beyond our homes.

What in-kind gifts are the most
useful?

We would be most grateful for t-
shirts and slippers (flip-flops). In the
bush, most are barefoot. Some peo-
ple have flip-flops, but they are
worn out. They find ways to tie
them, but they fall apart. And walk-
ing barefoot means they step on
the thorns, and their feet get infect-
ed. These are not small thorns ei-
ther! These are large, and they look
like big nails.

Thank you so much for your
time and your mission!

do su suefio de la infancia de servir
como misionero en los pueblos
mas pobres de Kenia, Africa. A pe-
sar de las dificultades, estd asom-
brado por el gozo del Espiritu San-
to experimentado alli.

iSi, lo era! En Mayo, en Filipinas, cel-
ebramos "Flores de Mayo", un mes
dedicado a Nuestra Senora. Todos
los dias, los nifos se redinen en
todas las capillas del pueblo y of-
recemos flores a Maria. Recuerdo
que cuando era muy joven es-
cuchaba discursos sobre la fe y las
historias de los santos. Principal-
mente, escuchar historias de san-
tos que fueron misioneros, es lo
qgue me atrajo al sacerdocio.
Recuerdo que me dije a mi mismo:
"iQuiero convertirme en santo al
ser enviado como misionero a
lugares lejanos como Africal" ;Y
ahora estoy sirviendo a la gente de
Kenia!

¢Coémo surgioé la idea?

iBuena pregunta! Todo comenzd
cuando nuestro nue-

vo Arzobispo en Jaro conocié a

un Obispo Africano en 2016 que lo
invitd a enviar algunos sacerdotes
como misioneros a su didcesis

en Lodwar, Kenia. Cuando me con-
verti en Sacerdote, me ofreci como
voluntario porque senti una sen-
sacion de satisfaccion y alegria al
escucharlo. Asi fue como supe que
era Dios quien me llamaba alli, esa
sensacion de felicidad.

¢Cudles son algunas de las co-
sas hermosas de Kenia?

iBueno, ahi es diferente! Una de las
cosas que aprecio es lo alegre que
esta la gente. Son muy pobres:
luchan por tener algo para comer o
agua limpia para beber o zapatos.
Ser capaz de servir al pueblo de
Dios y compartir a Jesus con ellos
es lo mas satisfactorio. Me siento
humilde y honrado todos los dias.

Ademas, las personas expresan su
alegria y gratitud. Saltan de jubilo;
bailan y cantan. jY no puedes evitar
unirte a la celebracion! Es impre-

sionante, especialmente durante
la Misa. Siempre es una de las co-
sas Mas emocionantes que encon-
tré alli. Aprendemos que la Misa es
alegre, pero nunca habia experi-
mentado tal exhibicién de cele-
bracién de la Sagrada Eucaristia
hasta Kenia. jEl Espiritu Santo esta
muy, muy particularmente
presente!

¢Cudles son algunos de los de-
safios?

Cuando comenzamos en Kenia,
comenzamos la parroquia desde
cero. Tuvimos que establecer una
comunidad que incluyera varias
aldeas hasta a 23 millas de dis-
tancia. Solo conocen el Sacramen-
to de la Sagrada Eucaristia y la
Misa, pero aun no estan familiariza-
dos con otros Sacramentos.
Aunqgue los misioneros les han es-
tado sirviendo durante mucho
tiempo, hasta ahora no podian
concentrarse en evangelizar a las
personas.

Una de las cosas mas dificiles de
ensefar es la monogamia. En su
cultura, son poligamos. La mayoria
de los hombres tienen muchas es-
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posas. El padre de uno de nuestros
monaguillos tiene diez esposas y 30
hijos. La catequesis también es un
desafio debido a la barrera del idio-
ma. El idioma oficial es el inglés,
pero el idioma local es el Turkanay
el idioma nacional es el Kiswahili.
Siempre debemos tener un in-
térprete. Los conceptos de la fe son
lo suficientemente complejos sin la
barrera del idioma, por lo que es un
proceso lento. jPero vale la pena!

Por supuesto, las exigencias fisicas
son grandes. A veces debemos
llevar comida a las aldeas
vecinas, llevandola con nosotros
mientras caminamos 10 millas
en cada direccion, bajo el calor
abrasador del sol. Y encontrar
agua limpia alli es muy dificil.
Todos los rios estan secos. Pero
podemos simplemente estar
agradecidos con el Sefior por las
cosas pequenas y compartir el
gozo de las personas cuando
podemos alcanzarlas.

¢Cuadles son algunos de-
safios personales para ti?

Un misionero debe recordar que
no podemos resolver todos los
problemas. Estamos alli para ser
Cristo para ellos en este mo-
mento. Les traemos comiday
agua, pero manana todavia
tendran hambre y sed. Traemos
la alegria del Evangelio, pero
muchos no lo entenderan. jEs bue-
no mantenerse enfocado en el
hecho de que Jesus es el Salvador,
Nno Nosotros!

¢Alguna vez te has sentido solo
en tu misién?

iLo fantastico es que no lo hago!
Por nuestro Bautismo, todos esta-
mos llamados a ser misioneros. La
gente de su pais le enviard un men-
saje diciendo: "¢ Coémo estas?

dad significa que estamos conecta-
dos. Muchas personas en Filipinas y
en otras partes del mundo nos
brindan su ayuda. Oraciones, ayuda
financiera, donaciones generosas
ayudan. Y la gente de Kenia
también lo siente! Les gusta saber

In his Apostolic Exhortation, The
Joy of the Gospel, Pope Francis
references a thought from Pope
Benedict XVI: “Being a Christian is
not the result of an ethical choice
or a lofty idea, but the encounter
with an event, a person, which
gives life a new horizon and a de-
cisive direction.” Today we cele-
brate an encounter with the Per-
son of Jesus Christ! This simple
but holy event in time dramatical-
ly changes human life, pointing it
toward a new horizon and giving
it a decisive direction. This is a
message and truth that is not
meant to be shared with only a
select few who qualify but with
the entire world. Pope Francis
continues saying, “Thanks solely to
this

encounter or renewed encounter
with God's love, which blossoms
into an enriching friendship, we
are liberated from our narrowness
and self-absorption. We become
fully human when we become
more than human, when we let
God bring us beyond ourselves in
order to attain the fullest truth of
our being.”

Look around at people. Where is
life heading for them? What gives

them direction? Even we who are
people of faith can get distracted
and lose our focus. God, in all of
His fullness, is revealed in Jesus
Christ and we can encounter Him!
God is tangible, real, vulnerable,
poor, and full of wonders, surpris-
es, and opportunities. For those
who are struggling and lost, today
is a day of great joy. All they have
to do is reach out and touch the
truth of Christ. This presence is
revealed in the poor, exploited,
and vulnerable ones who cry out
for compassion and love. But it is
also found in the faithful ones who
see in the Epiphany of God a liber-
ation from structures and systems
that hurt us, a narrowness of mind
and heart that constricts us, and
an absorption in our self-agenda
that prevents us from seeing any-
thing other than ourselves as im-
portant.

We have been given the charge of
preaching this Good News. If only
we could find a way to be more
effective, it might stand a chance
of doing what God intended it to
do. There is always tomorrow and
our memory of that bright new
light that shone so brilliantly that
Bethlehem night pointing us to
truth and reminding us that we
are loved.
