SACRED STORY

Kimbrely Gruidl has been a reader at
Mass for over 20 years. She says that
proclaiming the Word has ingrained
the Lord's voice into her soul and
heart. She says that she probably
would feel nervous speaking in public
in other situations but reading
Scripture at Mass is different. Here's
her Sacred Story:

When did you feel called to be a
reader at Mass?

| probably started reading at Mass way
back when | was a student at St.
Michael School. We would always
have school Masses, and everyone
had a turn. That was when | had my
earliest thoughts of becoming a
reader. Then later when | was in youth
ministry, | would read. But that was on
such a basic level. | would just walk up
there, open the book and read. That
led to some mishaps to say the least!

What made you take reading at
Mass more seriously?
20 years ago, my grandmother passed
away, and | was asked to read at her
funeral. We were super close. | wasnt
sure if | could manage the readings,
being in an emotional moment, but |
did it. And | thought that if | can read
for her funeral, | can read at Sunday
Mass. That was about the time that |
saw in the bulletin the need for
readers. | took it as a sign. | signed up
for the training and have been serving
ever since.

THE HOLY SPIRIT

Kimbrely Gruidl's Sacred Story

The fear of speaking in public is
among the top fears. Was that
something you needed to
overcome?

It's funny how it wasn't a problem! I've
had people come up to me and say, ‘I
don't know if | could ever read
Scripture in front of everyone! | would
be shaking in my boots the whole
time" I mean, if | was asked to
address my whole company or speak
in front of a different audience, | think |
would have been more nervous. But
at Mass, it is a different space and
purpose.

What do you have to do to
prepare?

| learned early on that you just cant
wing it. If you try to, those will be the
days that the readings have hard-to-
pronounce cities and names! When |
first started, | would go over the
readings a couple of days ahead of
time. Now, | can get ready the night
before and feel comfortable with it. |
read it a few times, to myself and then
out loud. If there are difficult words, |
go to USCCB.org to listen to the
readings to hear how to pronounce
them.

And you pray when you're
practicing?

Yes, | do. Here's what's interesting: |
always pray before | read. | just say,
“Lord, let me proclaim your Word to

Your people. Let them hear what they
need to hear from You. Let me be
Your instrument.” I'll practice at home
and be as prepared as | can, and then
I'll get to the ambo and something..
happens. The words come out in a
totally different tone, pitch or
emphasis than | had practiced. I'm
getting chills right now just saying it! It
feels like an answer to that prayer, and
the Holy Spirit just uses my voice.
Scripture takes on a totally different
meaning when you pronounce things
a different way. It doesn't happen like
that every time, but it's humbling and
wonderful when it does.

What are some of the trickier
words?

Elijah and Elisha in 2 Kings are
probably the ones that come to mind!
They sound so similar, but if you
switch them the whole meaning
changes. It's a tongue twister.

What do you do if you mess up?
Mess-ups happen. You just keep
going. I've read the wrong reading
before and not noticed at all until the
priest gave his homily. He said, “Well, |
prepared my homily to reflect on a
different reading.." Yeah, that's
embarrassing. One time | was well
into proclaiming and the priest
walked over to the ambo and turned
the page to the correct reading.
Another time, | rehearsed the reading
for the wrong year! Yeah, these are
rookie mistakes, but we all make
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them. And people are usually pretty
forgiving

How has being a reader helped
you on your faith journey?
Studying and reading and then later
proclaiming the Word has ingrained
the Lord's voice into my soul, into my
heart. After reading at Mass for 20
years, I've probably read almost every
reading, right? So, a lot of the stories
and messages are so very familiar to
me. But even so, | get something new
and different out of them every time.
There is a difference between reading
and proclaiming the Word, right?

Yes, it's one of the first things readers
learn. We are never to memorize the
readings. And we do not just read,
head down in the book robotically
mumbling words. It's important to
hold our head up and proclaim to the
person in the last pew. Punctuation
and pauses give people time to
absorb what they heard.
Remembering to breathe helps keep
the pace too. It's also important to not
put your own spin on the readings
either, because that can change the
meaning. When I'm at the ambo, | am
very aware that these words are not
my words. These are not my thoughts,
not my messages, ideas, rules, or
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laws. They are His. It can be truly
overwhelming at times to think that
God is allowing me to speak for Him.
And that's what proclaiming is, letting
God speak.

Do you read at any particular
Mass?

On Sundays, | try to be flexible and
serve where | am needed most. Some
people say, ‘I only want this Mass, and

I'm only going to sit in this pew. It's
my thing." But serving at Mass is a
ministry. | am a servant. | have
prayed and told the Lord that | am
here to do His will.. but just please
not at 6:45 am!" [laughingl. Also, my
New Year's resolution is to go to at
least one daily Mass each week. So, |

might read then if | am needed.

Do you have any words for
someone considering training to
be a reader?

I would say reach out to somebody
that you admire. We do have a lot of
great readers, and | think most of us
would be more than happy to share
our experiences. And if you're truly
being called, just go for it! God will
provide everything that you need. On
the practical side, there's really
nothing terrible that's going to
happen. Just give it a try.

The trainers will give you time to
practice too. When | was first starting,
[ would go into the church when it
was empty to practice reading. It was
helpful to get a feel for the details,
like where the book goes, how to
position the mic, how to angle your
head with your progressive lenses so
you can see the words!

Thank you for sharing. | think your
story may inspire someone to
consider being a reader.

You are welcome. | hope so tool.

"When the Sacred Scriptures are read in the Church, God himself speaks to his people, and Christ, present in
his word, proclaims the Gospel. Therefore, the readings from the Word of God are to be listened to reverently
by everyone, for they are an element of the greatest importance in the Liturgy. Although in the readings from
Sacred Scripture the Word of God is addressed to all people of whatever era and is understandable to them, a
fuller understanding and a greater efficaciousness of the word is nevertheless fostered by a living
commentary on the word, that is, by the Homily, as part of the liturgical action." (General Instruction of the

Roman Missal [GIRM], no. 29)

¢Era algo que necesitabas
superar?

iEs gracioso como no fue un
problemal Algunas personas se me
han acercado y me han dicho: “iNo sé
si alguna vez podria leer las Escrituras
frente a todos! Estaria temblando en
mis botas todo el tiempo”. Quiero
decir, si me hubieran pedido que me
dirigiera a toda mi empresa o que
hablara frente a una audiencia
diferente, creo que me habria puesto
mMas nervioso. Pero en la Misa, es un
espacio y proposito diferente.

¢Queé tienes que hacer para
prepararte?

Aprendi desde el principio que
simplemente no puedes improvisar.
iSi lo intenta, esos seran los dias en
que las lecturas tendran ciudades y
nombres dificiles de pronunciar!
Cuando comence, repasaba las
lecturas con un par de dias de
anticipacion. Ahora, puedo
prepararme la noche anterior y
sentirme comodo con eso. Lo lei unas
cuantas veces, para mi mismo y luego
en voz alta. Si hay palabras dificiles,
voy a USCCB.org para escuchar las
lecturas y saber como pronunciarlas.

JY rezas cuando estas
practicando?

Si. Esto es lo que es interesante:
siempre rezo antes de leer. Solo digo:
*Senor, déjame proclamar tu Palabra a
tu pueblo. Permiteles escuchar lo que
necesitan escuchar de Ti. Déjame ser
Tu instrumento.” Practicaré en casa 'y
estaré lo mas preparado posible, y
luego llegaré alambon y algo...
sucedera. Las palabras salen en un
tono, tono o énfasis totalmente
diferente al que habia practicado. iMe
dan escalofrios ahora mismo con solo
decirlo! Se siente como una respuesta
a esa oracion, y el Espiritu Santo
simplemente usa mivoz. Las
Escrituras adquieren un significado
totalmente diferente cuando
pronuncias las cosas de otra manera.
No siempre sucede asi, pero es
aleccionador y maravilloso cuando
sucede.

¢Cuales son algunas de las
palabras mas complicadas?

iElias y Eliseo en 2 Reyes son
probablemente los que me vienen a
la mente! Suenan muy similares, pero
si los cambias, todo el significado
cambia. Es un trabalenguas.

¢Qué haces si te equivocas?

Los lios suceden. Sigue adelante. He
leido la lectura incorrecta antes y no
me di cuenta en absoluto hasta que el
sacerdote dio su homilia. El

dijo: “Bueno, prepare mi homilia para
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reflexionar sobre una lectura
diferente.." Si, eso es vergonzoso. Una
vez que estaba bien en la
proclamacion y el sacerdote se
acerco alambon y paso la pagina a la
lectura correcta. iOtra vez, ensaye la
lectura para el ano equivocado! Si,
estos son errores de novatos, pero
todos los cometemos. Y la gente
suele ser bastante indulgente.

¢Como te ha ayudado ser lector
en tu camino de fe?

Estudiar y leery luego proclamar la
Palabra ha arraigado la voz del Senor
en mi alma, en mi corazon. Despues
de leer en Misa durante 20 anos,
probablemente he leido casi todas las
lecturas, sverdad? Entonces, muchas
de las historias y mensajes me son
muy familiares. Pero aun asi, saco
algo nuevo y diferente de ellos cada
vez.

Hay una diferencia entre leery
proclamar la Palabra, ¢verdad?

Si, es una de las primeras cosas que
aprenden los lectores. Nunca
debemos memorizar las lecturas. Y no
nos limitamos a leer, hundimos la
cabeza en el libro murmurando
palabras roboticamente. Es
importante levantar la cabeza 'y
proclamar a la persona en el ultimo
banco. La puntuacion y las pausas les
dan a las personas tiempo para
absorber lo que escucharon. Recordar
respirar también ayuda a mantener el
ritmo.

También es importante no darle tu
propio giro a las lecturas, porque eso
puede cambiar el significado. Cuando
estoy en elambon, soy muy
consciente de que estas palabras no
son mis palabras. Estos no son mis
pensamientos, no son mis mensajes,
ideas, reglas o leyes. son suyos. A
veces puede ser realmente
abrumador pensar que Dios me
permite hablar por EL. Y eso es
proclamar, dejar que Dios hable.

cLees en alguna Misa en
particular?

Los domingos trato de ser flexible y
servir donde mas se me necesita.
Algunas personas dicen, “Solo quiero
esta Misa, y solo me voy a sentar en
este banco. Es lo mio. Pero servir en
Misa es un ministerio. soy un sirviente
He orado y le he dicho al Senor que
estoy aqui para hacer Su voluntad..

ipero por favor, no a las 6:45 a. m.!"
[risal. Ademas, mi resolucion de
Ano Nuevo es ir por lo menos a una
Misa diaria cada semana. Entonces,
podria leer entonces si me
necesitan.

¢Tiene alguna palabra para
alguien que esté considerando
formarse para ser lector?

Diria que te acerques a alguien a
quien admires. Tenemos muchos
lectores excelentes, y creo que la
mayoria de nosotros estaria mas
que feliz de compartir nuestras
experiencias. Y si realmente te
estan llamando, iadelante! Dios
proveera todo lo que necesites. En
el lado practico, realmente no hay
nada terrible que vaya a pasar. Solo
pruebalo.

Los entrenadores también te daran
tiempo para practicar. Cuando
estaba empezando, iba a la iglesia
cuando estaba vacia para practicar
la lectura. Fue util tener una idea
de los detalles, como adonde va el
libro, como colocar el microfono,
como inclinar la cabeza con los
lentes progresivos para poder ver
las palabras.

Gracias por compartir. Creo que
su historia puede inspirar a
alguien a considerar ser un
lector.

In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of abstaining from
meat.

The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a
person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that
together are not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from
meat are binding upon all members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14
onwards.
