Before Vatican Il, Mass was celebrated
in Latin throughout the world. When
Socorro Herrera was a young
parishioner at St Michael’s in the
1960's, the "new" Mass began but was
only celebrated in English. With the
help of Our Lady of Guadalupe's
intercession, Socorro met with then
pastor Fr Adams to start a community
of faith for Livermore's Spanish
speakers. As the founding member of
the Hispanic Community at St
Michaels, she is often brought to tears
by how far we have come at our
parish. Here is her Sacred Story:

When did you come to the United
States?

My brother lived here, in Santa Clara,
and had asked me to come and stay
with him in 1959, instead of being in
Mexico. He decided that my life in
Mexico wasn't going to be good at all.
I was very shy, and very stubborn and
gave my parents problems. He was a
mechanic and wanted me to come
here to California, so | did. He said |
had to work over here, but | didn't
know much English. He said | could be
a nanny and take care of babies
because they didn't speak English
either!

That's how | met my husband, actually.
He had lost his wife to cancer and had
three young children. | was helping
care for them and then six months

later we were married. Yeah, we
moved fast! We had his three
children, then we had one together.
He was a wonderful man. He worked
for Lawrence Livermore Laboratory
and that's how we moved here.

And that's when you came to St
Michael's?

Yes, we were married here! But by
then Mass was not in Latin, and not in
Spanish either. Only English, but |
didn't speak English then. | remember
talking to the priest and he told me to
just say "yes" to whatever was asked
of me. Oh, | did not like that! It was so
difficult having a language barrier and
missing the Catholic traditions that |
grew up with.,

What helped you feel more at
home here?

My father took a bus here all the way
from Mexico for our wedding. He
brought as a wedding gift a huge
replica painting of the image of Our
Lady of Guadalupe to give to St
Michaels. He had the canvas rolled up
in a tube, and he traveled with it. |
don't know how it happened, but
when he got off the bus in Livermore,
he accidentally left it on the bus! Oh,
he was crying and so upset. We
called the bus company and were
told that the bus was on the way to
Texas already. | don't know how they
were convinced to come back, but |
think it was Our Lady who knew that

we needed her image. But they did
come back all the way to Livermore
just to stop for two minutes for us to
grab the tube. We sat at the bus
station for so long because we didn't
want to miss it. But we got it and we
were so happy.

Is this the image that is in the
church today?

It was supposed to be, but it isn't. See
then, the pastor said that we could
not have it in the church. There were
no images of Guadalupe anywhere
and no Mass in Spanish. No catechism
classes or prayer groups or anything
in Spanish. At the time, the Dominican
Sisters didn't want to have anything to
do with the Spanish-speaking
community, so they did nothing. It was
much later that one of the Sisters
bought the current image and put it in
the church, but that's another story for
another day.

What finally changed?

It was when Father Adams came to St
Michaels. We met and he said he
wanted to learn to speak Spanish. |
remember him saying, “I'm a Mexican
too, you know!" Even though he was
not! He was often silly like that. | told
him how so many of us have a
devotion to Our Lady of Guadalupe,
and how there were no statues or
images or anything in Spanish. He
would just listen and nod. Then he
surprised me when he drove to

Mexico and bought a beautiful mosaic
of Our Lady of Guadalupe. He put it at
the front of the Church right near the
Holy Water, and that was the first
image of her at St Michael's. Now you
can see it in the foyer near the
entrance to the parish office and the
chapel.

You were like St Juan Diego,
bringing Our Lady here!

Ha! Yes, maybe so! After that, | really
started talking with Fr Adams. We
talked about how Latinos were not
coming to church because they
couldnt understand anything. He was
listening, he was soaking it all in. And |
think Our Lady did a miracle or
something. | asked Fr Adams if we
could have a celebration in December,
you know, for the feast day. He got
permission from the bishop, and then
the planning started. It was amazing
how everyone came together,
everyone was so excited and full of
energy. | had friends that | called my
‘crazy tamale ladies” who made
chicken, pork, vegetable tamales.
There were ladies making the special
bread and the hot chocolate. And
people helped make a beautiful float
for the procession with a statue of Our
Lady that my dad also brought with
him.

Is that the same statue that we

see every year to this day?
Yes! Over the years, her hand broke,

but we found a way to replace it. But
it is the same Lady in the procession
from the very first one at our parish.

After that first celebration of Our
Lady of Guadalupe, the Hispanic
Community began?

Yes, after that Fr Adams knew that
there was a large number of people

who needed a spiritual home. He
was the first to take us seriously.
That's when we started to have a
Sunday Mass in Spanish. You know,
he learned to speak Spanish pretty
well because of that first
conversation | had with him. He was
dedicated to meeting the needs of

the Hispanic community.

And if it wasn't for you, there
wouldn't be a Hispanic
Community here either!

Well, I don't know. But | think | was
in the right place at the right time.
And | also think that Our Lady had
a lot to do with it. She is our
Mother, and she heard the cries of
her children. Fr Adams was in the
right place at the right time too
because he didnt just ignore the
situation. He acted. He got the
Dominican Sisters involved too.

Now, look at where we are all
these years later! It brings tears to
my eyes when | think of how many
children and teens and adults
have learned about the faith
because there were groups taught
in Spanish. Imagine how many
souls celebrated Mass in Spanish,
people who may not have come to
church at allif it wasntin a
language they could understand.
And celebrating the Feast of Our
Lady of Guadalupe every year -
keeping our culture and traditions
alive - it makes me remember how
it all began. God really is good!

Yes, He is! Thank you so much,
Socorro. You are our parish's
treasure!

Oh, thank you, Mija. | am very
blessed to be here.

The response to our Sacred Stories series has been incredibly positive! Seeing how God is working in the lives
of the members of our own community has been inspiring to so many people. If you (or someone you know)

has grown in their faith, overcome a difficulty with God's help, had a prayer answered or is simply a wonderful
example of someone living a Christian life, prayerfully consider being interviewed.
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Antes del Concilio Vaticano Il, la Misa
se celebraba en latin en todo el
mundo. En la década de los 60s se
empezo a celebrar la “nueva misa,”
pero solo se celebraba en inglés. En
esa epoca, Socorro Herrera era una
feligresa joven en la parroquia de St.
Michael's y por medio de la
intercesion de Nuestra Sefora de
Guadalupe, Socorro se reunio con el
pastor de ese entonces, el Padre
Adams, para iniciar una comunidad de
fe para los hispanohablantes de
Livermore. Al mirar hacia atras, y
como miembro fundador de la
comunidad Hispana en St. Michael, a
Socorro se le llenan los ojos de
lagrimas con frecuencia al ver el
progreso que hemos logrado a traves
del tiempo.

¢Cuando vino a Estados Unidos?
En mi juventud, cuando vivia en
Méjico, yo era muy timida y tercay le
estaba dando problemas a mis
padres; entonces, en 1959, mi
hermano que vivia en Santa Clara 'y
trabajaba como mecanico, me pidio
que me viniera a vivir con €l porque
yo no tenia mucho futuro en Méjico, y
asi sucedio. EL me dijo que tenia que
trabajar, pero como yo no sabia
mucho inglés él me sugirio que
trabajara de ninera porque los bebes
tampoco hablaban inglés. Asi fue
como conoci a mi futuro esposo; él

era viudo, su esposa habia muerto de
cancer dejando tres ninos pequenos,
a quienes yo le ayudaba a cuidar. Nos
casamos seis meses despues; iSi, nos
movimos rapido! Ademas de sus tres
hijos. tuvimos uno mas. El era un
hombre maravilloso; trabajo para el
Laboratorio Lawrence Livermore y asi
fue como nos mudamos aqui.

cY fue entonces cuando llego a St
Michael's?

iSi, aqui nos casamos! Y en esa época
la misa solo era en inglés; ni latin, ni
espanoly yo no hablaba inglés.
Cuando planeabamos la boda con el
sacerdote él me dijo me dijo que
simplemente dijera “si" a lo que me
preguntaran. iAy Dios, eso no me
gusto! Fue muy dificil lidiar con la
barrera del idioma y extranaba mucho
las tradiciones catolicas con las que
creci.

¢Qué le ayudd a sentirse como
que esta en casa?

Mi padre vino en autobus desde
Méjico para nuestra boda y nos trajo
de regalo una enorme replica de la
pintura de la imagen de Nuestra
Senora de Guadalupe para darsela a
St. Michael. Traia la lona enrollada en
un tubo y viajaba con ella en el
autobus; no sé como sucedio, pero
cuando se bajo del autobus en
Livermore, degjo el tubo alli. Mi padre
lloraba y estaba muy molesto.
Entonces llamamos a la compania de

autobuses y nos dijeron que el
autobus ya estaba en camino a Texas.
No se como los convencimos para
que se devolvieran a Livermore a
entregarnos la pintura, yo creo que
fue por la intercesion de Nuestra
Senora, quien sabia lo mucho que
necesitabamos tener su imagen aqui.
El caso es que el autobus regreso y
solo se iban a detener por el tiempo
necesario para entregarnos el tubo;
nosotros nos fuimos muy temprano a
la estacion y esperamos un buen rato
porgue no queriamos perderlo.
Logramos recuperarlo, estabamos
muy felices.

¢Es esa laimagen que esta hoy en
la iglesia?

Asi estaba supuesto a ser, pero no
sucedio asi. En ese entonces, el pastor
nos dijo que no podiamos tenerla en
la iglesia; no habia imagenes de la
Virgen de Guadalupe por ningun lado,
tampoco se celebraban misas en
espanol, ni clases de catequismo o
grupos de oracion; nada en espanol.
En esa época, las hermanas
dominicanas no se relacionaban con
la comunidad de habla hispana; por lo
tanto, que no hacian nada. Fue mucho
después que una de las Hermanas
compro la imagen que actualmente
esta en laiglesia, pero esa es una
historia para otro dia.

ZY finalmente, qué cambio?
Fue cuando el padre Adams vino a St
Michael's. Cuando nos conocimos me
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dijo que queria aprender a hablar
espanol, me dijo “Yo también soy
mexicano, ¢sabe?" Y aunque no lo
era, el era muy bromista. Yo le contée
que muchos de nosotros le teniamos
devocion a Nuestra Senora de
Guadalupe, y que no habia ni estatuas
ni imagenes de ellay nada en
espafiol. El solo escuchaba y asentia.
Luego me sorprendio cuando €l fue a
Mexico y compro un hermoso
mosaico de Nuestra Senora de
Guadalupe. Lo puso al frente de la
Iglesia, justo al lado del Agua Bendita,
y esa fue la primera imagen de ella en
la parroquia de St Michael's. Es la
misma que ahora puedes ver en el
vestibulo, cerca de la entrada a la
oficina parroquial y la capilla.

iFuiste como San Juan Diego,
trayendo a Nuestra Senora de
Guadalupe aqui!

iAh, si; tal vez si! Después de eso,
realmente comenceé a hablar con el
Padre Adams; hablamos de como los
latinos no venian a la iglesia porque
no podian entender nada. El
escuchaba y absorbia todo lo que le
decia. Y también creo que Nuestra
Senora hizo un milagro o algo asi. Un
dia le pregunté al padre Adams si
podiamos tener una celebracion en
diciembre, ya sabes, para el dia de la
flesta de la Virgen. Consiguio el
permiso del obispo y comenzamos a
planear la celebracion; fue increible la
energia que surgio, cOmo se unieron
tantas personas, todos estaban muy
emocionados y llenos de entusiasmo.
Participaron un grupo de amigas a las
que yo las llamaba “‘mis tamaleras
locas” que hacian tamales de pollo,
puerco, vegetales; también otras

senoras haciendo el pan especial y el
chocolate caliente y otro grupo de
personas ayudo a hacer una hermosa
carroza para la procesion de la
estatua de Nuestra Senora que mi
papa tambien trajo consigo.

¢Es esa la misma estatua que
vemos todos los anos, hasta el dia
de hoy?

iSi! Con el paso del tiempo, se le
quebrd una mano; pero logramos
encontrar una manera de arreglarla.
Pero es la misma estatua de Nuestra
Senora que va en la procesion desde
la primera vez que la hicimos en
nuestra parroquia.

Después de esa primera
celebracion de Nuestra Senora
de Guadalupe, ¢se empezo a
organizar la Comunidad Hispana?
Si, después de eso el P. Adams supo
que habia un gran numero de
personas que necesitaban un hogar
espiritual. Fue el primero en tomarnos
en serio; fue entonces cuando
empezamos a tener una misa

dominical en espanol. Y después de
esa primera conversacion que
tuvimos, el aprendio a hablar el
espanol bastante bien. Se dedico a
satisfacer las necesidades de la
comunidad hispana.

iSi no fuera por usted aqui no
habria una comunidad hispanal
Bueno, no lo sé. Pero creo que estuve
en el lugar apropiado en el momento
correcto. Y también creo que Nuestra
Senora tuvo mucho que ver; ella es
nuestra Madre, y escucho los
clamores de sus hijos.

El padre Adams también estuvo en el
lugar apropiado en el momento
correcto, porque no solo que él ho
ignoro la situacion, sino que el actuoy
también involucro a las Hermanas
Dominicanas.

iY ahora, mira donde estamos todos
estos anos mas tarde! Se me saltan las
lagrimas cuando pienso en cuantos
ninos, adolescentes y adultos han
aprendido sobre la fe porque hubo
grupos que ensenaron en espanol.
Imaginese cuantas almas celebran
Misa en espanol, personas que tal vez
no asistirian a la iglesia a menos que
fuera en un idioma que puedan
entender. Y el celebrar la Fiesta de
Nuestra Senora de Guadalupe todos
los anos, manteniendo viva nuestra
cultura y tradiciones, me hace
recordar como comenzo todo. iDios es
realmente bueno!

iSi, lo es! Muchas gracias, Socorro.
iUsted es el tesoro de nuestra
parroquia!

Oh, gracias, Mija. Me siento muy
bendecida por estar aqui.

Fast and Abstain from Meat on Ash Wednesday

Ash Wednesday is an obligatory day of fasting and abstaining from meat for
Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of abstaining from
meat.

The norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a
person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that
together are not equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from
meat are binding upon all members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14
onwards.
