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This is the day the Lord has
made, let us rejoice and be glad!

First, I would like to congratulate
those who have received sacraments
at Easter Vigil. Welcome to God's
family! Thank you also to their
sponsors, catechists and the RCIA and
RCIC teams for journeying with them,
inspiring them to follow Jesus and to
live as missionary disciples.

The Grace of Easter is so important for
us Christians! "And if Christ has not
been raised, then empty [tool is our
preaching; empty, too, your faith." (1Cor
15:14). Without the Resurrection, the
word “Church” would make no sense;
no Easter means no Church. The
source of life in our Church flows from
Easter Sunday, when we remember,
celebrate and live Jesus' victory over
sin and death. Because of the
disciples' Easter encounter with
Resurrected Jesus, they were
motivated to go out throughout the
world to share this incredibly Good
News. It was their hearts that were on
fire that gave them the courage to
proclaim who Jesus is and tell His
message of mercy, hope and
salvation. It was the beginning of the
Church.

Thus, we are reminded this Easter

Sunday to be “Easter People™: people
of hope, of joy and of faith, motivated
to tell people about Christ. We are
reminded to be faithful to His desire
for each one of us to be light and salt
for the earth utilizing our God-given
gifts, talents, and resources (Matthew
5:13-16).

As we continue with the Easter
Season, we will celebrate Divine
Mercy Sunday next week. Jesus told
St. Faustina Kowalska that the Divine
Floodgates from Heaven are wide
opened on Divine Mercy Sunday. Total
forgiveness of all sins and punishment
is available to any soul who has
recently gone to Confession and who
receives Him in Holy Communion on
that day. In 2000, Pope John Paul I
canonized St. Faustina and, during the
ceremony, he declared:

‘It is important then that we accept
the whole message that comes to us
from the word of God on this Second
Sunday of Easter, which from now on
throughout the Church will be called
"Divine Mercy Sunday". In addition to
our regular Sunday Mass schedule,
we will also pray the Divine Mercy
Chaplet at 2:00 pm followed by 3:00
pm Mass in the Chapel.

QUESTION: WHAT ARE THE "FRUITS" OF HOLY COMMUNION?

Answer:

The Eucharist, like all sacraments, offers its own unique grace. We receive a
special share in God's life that helps us in our faith journey. e are given all
we need to sustain and nurture our relationship with God. The Eucharist is the
source and summit of the Christian life. Everything we are and everything we
hope to become is found in this sacrament. It is essential to the life of the
church, to each member of the church. Without it, there is no church. The
Eucharist is the center of our spiritual life and has enormous effects on our
growth, our holiness, and our way of life. The fruits of holy Communion are the
benefits one receives from the sacrament. These fruits of holy Communion
are discussed in the catechism in the article on the Eucharist. The primary
benefit is union with Christ. We become one with him sacramentally, just as
we hope to become one with him for eternity. The Eucharist also separates us
from sin, both past and future. It forgives the venial sins of the past and, by the
love we receive, protects us from mortal sin in the future. The church
community is also unified and strengthened by the Eucharist. It unites us to
the poor and offers the pledge of eternal life.

LEAVE IT IN THE TOMB

Today, on the most important day of the liturgical year,
the Apostle Paulis calling us out.

‘I see you hiding in that tomb," he says. ‘I see you
baking with that old, stale yeast, thinking no one will
notice.”

He says it a little more elegantly, I'll grant you. But the
message is this: If you want to be raised with Christ,
youd better be ready to step out of the shadows. Seek
what is above — not what is on earth. | can feel myself
responding almost reflexively, "Great idea, Paul — but
I'm pretty comfy here!" Because sometimes, it's just
easier to stay in the tomb. It's easier to crouch in the
shadows and look outward at everyone else, thinking
of the changes they could make or the sins they could
overcome.

Today we are called to embrace newness. New hearts,
new lives, new futures, new chances. If there's anything
keeping you from that, you need to leave it in the tomb.
It's a little scary, sure — maybe Jesus thought so before
he stepped into the light of that first Easter morning.
But no loaf of bread worth eating was ever baked using
stale yeast that wouldn't rise. No new life worth having
was ever lived through the broken sins of yesterday. No
Easter morning ever dawned without the tomb sitting
empty.

Step into the light. He is waiting for you.
