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Lincoln and Shakespeare Brought Elliot to Faith

Elliot Lin's Conversion Story

Abraham Lincoln and William
Shakespeare brought Elliot Lin
from a non-religious family to the
Holy Catholic Church. Well, they
had a role. Here's his
SacredStory:

Elliot, thank you for agreeing to
share your story. Was religion a
part of your family life as a kid?

No, | wasn't really raised in a reli-
gious family. Both my parents are
from Taiwan and China, and they're
Buddhists. From time to time we
would go to temple, like once or
twice a year, so | do not have much
religious formation. My earliest ex-
posure to Christianity was going to a
Christian preschool, but just very
vague memories.

Did you think that there was a
God?

| think very early on | did maybe con-
sciously identify as believing in God.
| grew up in Fremont with a lot of
other families and kids whose par-
ents were immigrants, usually from
East Asia or South Asia. Christians
were in the minority - way in the mi-
nority. Me identifying as maybe be-
lieving God might have been some-
thing like a like a reactionary im-
pulse. Kind of counterculture, you
know? | wanted to be cool and differ-
ent.

Did something start making you
think a little more?

Yeah, In high school, | became fasci-
nated with historical figures in Ameri-
can history, like speeches from Abra-
ham Lincoln. These figures were
steeped in a spiritual tradition or at
least had that kind of a backbone
belief in some version of absolute
morality. That had a lot of appeal to
me compared to the common atti-
tude as long as you're not hurting
anyone else whatever you're doing is
okay. Which seemed weak to me. |
guess | wanted something stronger
and solid.

I heard from a friend that Shake-
speare played a role in your jour-
ney? Tell me more about that!

Ha! Well, | was in high school, and |
remember reading Shakespeare’s
Henry V, and | watched the 1980’s
film version with Kenneth Branagh.
The King gives this speech after the
battle of Agincourt, and orders that
two hymns be sung while the dead
are buried, the 'Non Nobis' and the
"Te Deum'. In the film there was this
choral-symphonic rendition of | think
Psalm 113. | thought it was so beau-
tiful, and foremost in humility. In
that scene, the English victory over
the French was something to be giv-
en to the Glory of God: not solely the
work of men. For me, that was like
taking this humility thing to the next
level.

Where was your next step?

The winter before my last semester

at UC Berkeley, | took a trip to France
with my family. | remember visiting
Notre Dame and Sainte-Chapelle.
The first Mass | ever celebrated in my
life was at a daily Mass at Notre
Dame. | remember it being, you
know, so much to take in: the sounds
and smells and beauty. Just the total
enormity of this tradition of faith in
this ... magnificence. | wanted to
know more than just appreciating it
as history or art. | wanted to deeply
understand it, live it. | felt drawn in
an almost overwhelming way.

Did the visit to France stick with
you?

Yeah. | got back home, and it was my
last semester of college. | started
going quietly to Mass St Joseph the
Worker in Berkeley and couple times
to the Cathedral of Christ the Light in
Oakland. 1 was like a secret behind
the scenes seeker at this point, you
know, sitting all the way in the back
of the church. None of my friends
knew | went to church. It was an in-
ternal thing at this point. | didnt go
straight to the Newman center in col-
lege, partially because of a silly fear
that | might see someone that |
knew. | wanted to just quietly ex-
plore. But then as graduation ap-
proached, | was thinking that the tim-
ing was right for starting a new chap-
ter of my life. A fresh start.

Did you look in to baptism then?

Well, at St Joseph the Worker, | asked



the priest there how to become
Catholic, because | was all over the
internet reading about how there’s
this Rite of Christian Initiation of
Adults (RCIA) thing | have to do. At
the time St Joseph the Worker didn't
have any programs. After gradua-
tion, | came back to my parent’s
home in Pleasanton, and | was so
ready! | remember thinking “l want
to do it now! Put me in coach! Put me
in the waters!” [laughing]. | thought
that because | read on the internet
about Catholicism, | was good to go.
So the parish in Pleasanton didn't
have anything that was starting until
the fall, and at this time it was May.
But | found out that St Michael
offered a year-round program. | was
thinking, great | get baptized next
month! [laughing]

Did the length of time to prepare
for baptism frustrate you?

Well, no. | mean, Marjorie [RCIA coor-
dinator at the time] was pretty up-
front with me saying how long it
takes is just how long it takes. | was
kind of like I'll do whatever you ask
whatever it takes I'll do it. | wasn't
deterred by that.

[ just think it's an example of God's
sense of humor. Here | was thinking
that | could be baptized in a month,
and it really took me roughly 2 1/2
years before | was baptized.

What were some “lightbulb” mo-
ments during your time in RCIA?

Marjorie used to do these things be-
fore each session called “God Mo-
ments” or moments recognizing
where in your life God has touched
you and moved you. It got me think-
ing and looking at events in my life in
a different light. There were more
than a number of occasions in my
past where things could have gone
really horribly wrong for me and did-
n't.

Can you share one?

| grew up in Fremont, but in my last
semester in high school we moved to
Pleasanton, so | was commuting.
One day | had been up all night prep-
ping for this project. Not kidding, |
did not sleep at all and went to
school. Then coming home there's all
this traffic and | was nearly driving
off, fighting sleep deprivation all the
way up to 680. Then | got off the
freeway in Pleasanton and breathing

a sigh of relief. So I'm driving down
Sunol to First Street to Vineyard Ave.
I'm thinking I'm almost home and
then all of a sudden CRASH. The
next thing | remember is the car flip-
ping over and I'm like upside down
then on the side. The radio was still
on and there’s this weird smell of car
fluids leaking and all this stuff abrad-
ing the pavement, skittering bits of
car parts. Yeah, | completely totaled
the car. But|was okay. But looking
back, the biggest thing was that it
could have gone so so wrong. |
mean this was in the afternoon, in a
spot where people are usually out
walking. Very easily there could have
been someone on that sidewalk. |
could have | could have potentially
killed someone and that would have
completely turned my life upside
down. The best thing to come out of
that was that | only damaged two
cars, not including mine and that no-
body was hurt. All these years later, |
realize that God was protecting me.
Reflecting on God moments has
been helpful.

So then you're almost ready for
baptism and COVID-19 happens

Yeah, the Lord made me wait a little
more! But | was finally baptized at
the end of September 2020 in the
Courtyard and received Confirmation
and First Eucharist.

What was it like to be a new Cath-
olic, but in the middle of the pan-
demic?

Well, | did fall into a little slump. Not
a slump of like disbelief, but just a
slump in my practice. The pandemic
meant that parish life was put on
pause, at least in-person. It was
harder. Outside of being on the AV
Team to livestream Mass, everyday
life was just going to work, living a
routine life. After about a month or
two, | noticed myself sort of drifting.

| said out loud to myself, “I think
you're becoming less Catholic.”
Which is a serious issue. The spiritual
muscles were atrophying. So now I'm
renewing my emphasis and re-
engaging in my faith. I'm actively
praying, asking God what He wants
me to do with the gifts that | have.

What encouragement would you
give someone who's feeling drawn
to the church?

Don't be afraid! The Catholic Church
Catholic Church will not force the
sacraments on you. The Church plac-
es a pretty big emphasis your volun-
tary will and cooperation. If you're
having reservations because you
might think religion is cultish, it's not.
It's an open door, an invitation. Your
free will be respected.

Thank you so much for sharing
your story. | can easily say that we
are all proud of you and praying
for you!

Thank you. That means a lot.



Lincoln y Shakespeare inspiraron la fe en Elliot

La historia de conversion de Elliot Lin

Abraham Lincoln y William Shake-
speare llevaron a Elliot Lin de una
familia no religiosa a la Santa Igle-
sia Catolica. Bueno, al menos

ellos jugaron un papel en su con-
version. Aqui esta su SacredStory:

Elliot, gracias por acceder a com-
partir tu historia. ;Fué la religion
parte de tu vida familiar en tu
ninez?

No, realmente no me crie en una
familia religiosa; mis padres son de
Taiwan y China, y son budistas. De
vez en cuando ibamos al templo, co-
mo una o dos veces al afio, de modo
que no tuve mucha formacion religi-
osa. La primera vez que escuché del
cristianismo fue cuando asisti a una
escuela preescolar cristiana, pero
solo me quedan algunos recuerdos
muy lejanos.

¢Creias que existia un Dios?

Creo que a una temprana edad
quizas si me identifiqué consciente-
mente como creyente en Dios. Yo
creci en Fremont con muchas otras
familias y nifios cuyos padres eran
inmigrantes, generalmente del Este o
del Sur de Asia y los cristianos eran
definitivamente la minoria. El identi-
ficarme como una persona que
quizas creyera en Dios pudo haber
sido algo asi como un impulso reac-
cionario, como una especie de con-
tracultura, ¢sabes? Queria ser una
persona buena onda y diferente a
los demas.

¢Hubo algo que te hizo pensar un
poco mas profundamente?

Si; cuando estaba en la escuela
secundaria me fascinaban las figuras
histéricas de la historia de Estados
Unidos y me encantaban los discur-
sos de Abraham Lincoln. Estos per-
sonajes estaban impregnados de
una tradicién espiritual o por lo
menos tenian ese tipo de creencia
fundamental en alguna versién de la
moralidad absoluta. Eso me atrajo
mucho al compararlo con la creencia
comun de que siempre y cuando no
lastimes a nadie, puedes hacer lo
que quieras. Esa actitud me parecia
muy débil y supongo que yo buscaba
algo mas fuerte y sélido.

Un amigo me conté que Shake-
speare jugo un papel en tu jorna-
da. jCuéntame un poco mas sobre
eso!

iAh! Bueno, estaba en la escuela
secundaria y recuerdo haber leido
Henry V de Shakespeare y también vi
la version cinematografica de los 80s
con Kenneth Branagh. El Rey pro-
nuncia un discurso después de la
batalla de Agincourt, y ordena que se
canten dos himnos mientras se en-
tierran a los muertos, el 'Non Nobis'
y el 'Te Deum'. En la pelicula hubo
una interpretacién coral-sinfénica de
lo que yo creo que es el Salmo 113.
Me parecié muy hermosa, y sobre
todo con mucha humildad. En esa
escena, la victoria inglesa sobre los
franceses era algo para ofrecérselo a
la Gloria de Dios y no solamente era
obra de los hombres. Para mi, eso
fue como llevar esta cuestion de la
humildad al siguiente nivel.

¢Cual fue tu siguiente paso?

En el invierno antes de mi dltimo se-
mestre en UC Berkeley hice un viaje
a Francia con mi familia. Recuerdo
haber visitado Notre Dame y Sainte-
Chapelle. La primera misa que asisti
en mivida fue una misa ordinaria en
Notre Dame. Recuerdo que fueron
muchas cosas que asimilar: los
sonidos, los olores y la belleza. Tan
solo vivir la inmensidad total de esta
tradicién de fe en medio de tanta
magnificencia me atrajo de una for-
ma casi abrumadora; quise aprender
mas, quise profundizar mas alla del
hecho histérico o del arte; quise en-
tenderlo profundamente, vivirlo.

;Y se quedaron contigo esos senti-
mientos que nacieron con la visita
a Francia?

Si. Cuando regresé a casa comencé
mi ultimo semestre de universidad.
Poco a poco asisti en silencio a la
Misa de la parroquia “San José el Tra-
bajador (St. Joseph the Worker)” en
Berkeley y un par de veces a la
“Catedral de la Luz de Cristo
(Cathedral of Christ the Light)” en
Oakland. En este momento yo me
sentaba en la parte trasera de la igle-
sia, como un buscador de secretos
detras de la pantalla. Era algo inter-
no y ninguno de mis amigos sabian
que yo iba a la iglesia. Y debido a que
yo queria simplemente explorar todo
en silencio jamas fui al centro de
Newman en la universidad; en parte
por un miedo tonto de llegar a en-
contrarme con algun conocido. Pero
luego, a medida que se acercaba la
graduacién, empecé a pensar que
habia llegado el momento adecuado
para comenzar un nuevo capitulo de



mi vida; empezar de nuevo.

ZY, fue entonces cuando buscaste
el bautismo?

Bueno, comencé preguntandole al
sacerdote en la parroquia de San
José el Trabajador (St. Joseph the
Worker) acerca de lo que tenia que
hacer para llegar a ser catélico,
porque ya habia leido en el Internet
acerca del Rito de Iniciacién Cristiana
para Adultos (RICA). En ese momen-
to, la parroquia de San José el Traba-
jador (St. Joseph the Worker) no
tenia ningun programa. Después de
graduarme, regresé a la casa de mis
padres en Pleasanton, jya estaba
listo! Recuerdo haber pensado
“iQuiero hacerlo ahora! {Ensefiénme
como hacerlo; lanzenme al agual!
"[.....sonrisal]. Después de lo que
habia aprendido sobre el catolicismo
en el Internet pensé que ya estaba
listo para comenzar el proceso. Era
el mes de mayo y la parroquia de
Pleasanton no ofrecia clases sino
hasta en el otofio. Entonces descu-
bri que la Parroquia de St. Michael
ofrecia un programa durante todo el
afio y yo, ingenuamente pensé
“igenial, me bautizaré el préximo
mes!” [....sonrisa!]

:Te sentiste frustrado por el largo
tiempo que te tomé para
prepararte para el Bautismo?
Realmente no porque Marjorie [la
coordinadora de RICA en ese mo-
mento] fue bastante franca conmigo
al decirme que se tomaria el tiempo
que fuese necesario. Eso no me de-
sanimo, yo estaba dispuesto de
hacer lo que me pidieran. Es un
buen ejemplo del sentido del humor
de Dios. Aqui estaba yo pensando
que podria bautizarme en un mes, y
realmente me tomé aproximad-
amente dos afios y medio antes de
bautizarme.

¢Tuviste algunos momentos de
"revelacién"” durante tu tiempo en
RICA?

Antes de comenzar cada sesion Mar-
jorie acostumbraba reflexionar en

los “momentos de Dios”, o sea, mo-
mentos en los que se reconoce en
qué parte de tu vida Dios te ha
llamado y te ha ayudado; esto me
hizo reflexionar y mirar los eventos
de mi vida desde una perspectiva
diferente. Hubo muchas ocasiones
en mi pasado en las que las cosas
pudieron haber salido terriblemente
mal para miy no fue asi.

¢Puedes compartir uno?

Yo creci en Fremont, pero en mi ulti-
mo semestre en la escuela
secundaria nos mudamos a
Pleasanton, de modo que tuve que
viajar entre ambas ciudades. Un dia
pasé toda la noche despierto prepa-
randome para este proyecto; no es-
toy bromeando, no dormi nada en
toda la noche y al dia siguiente me
fui a la escuela. Al regresar a casa el
transito estaba muy pesado y yo me
iba saliendo de la carretera, pelean-
do contra la falta de suefio hasta
llegar a la autopista 680; por fin to-
mé la salida a Pleasantony respiré
aliviado; pero, casi al llegar a mi
casa, conduciendo de Sunol hasta
First St., y luego hacia Vineyard Ave.
tuve un ACCIDENTE; recuerdo que el
auto se volco y yo estaba primero
boca abajo y luego de costado. La
radio seguia sonando y habia un ol-
or extrafo a liquidos de automoviles
goteando y corroyendo el pavi-
mento, escabulléndose entre los
pedazos de piezas del automovil.
Asi fue como destrocé el coche por
completo, pero a mi nada me paso.
Pero al mirar hacia atras yo realicé
gue muchas cosas hubieran podido
salir muy mal. El accidente sucedi6
por la tarde, en una acera donde la
gente suele andar caminando y muy
facilmente pude haber matado a
alguien, pero nadie salié herido. Lo
unico que sucedié fue que solamen-
te dafé dos autos (sin incluir el mio).
La muerte de una persona hubiera
cambiado mi vida por completo.
Todos estos afios mas tarde, al re-
flexionar sobre los “momentos de
Dios,” me he dado cuenta que Dios
me protegid en esa ocasion.

Entonces, cuando ya estas casi
listo para el bautizo ocurre el
COVID-19, ;qué pas6?

iSi, el Sefior me hizo esperar un poco
mas! Pero finalmente me bauticé a
fines de septiembre de 2020 en el
patio de la iglesia y recibi la Confir-
macién y la Primera Eucaristia.

¢Cémo es ser un catélico nuevo en
medio de la pandemia?

Bueno, me desplomé un poco pero
no cai en la incredulidad; me afect6
en mi practica debido a que la pan-
demia detuvo la vida parroquial, al
menos en persona. Fue mas dificil.
Fuera de la transmision de la Misa
en vivo, la vida cotidiana se volvio
rutinaria y al cabo de un par de
meses me di cuenta que iba a la
deriva. Me dije en voz alta: "Creo que
te estas volviendo menos catolico",
lo cual era un problema serio, los
musculos espirituales se estaban
atrofiando. De modo que ahora es-
toy renovando mi énfasis y reanu-
dando mi fe. Estoy orando activa-
mente y preguntandole a Dios qué
quiere que haga con los dones que
me ha dado.

¢Como animarias a alguien que se
siente atraido por la iglesia?

Les diria: iNo tengas miedo! La Igle-
sia Catolica no te impondra los sac-
ramentos. La Iglesia pone un gran
énfasis en tu propia voluntad y
cooperacion. Si tiene dudas porque
piensas que la religion es un culto,
ten por seguro que no lo es. La igle-
sia te invita y tiene la puerta abierta
para ti; te respetaran tu libre albe-
drio.

Muchas gracias por compartir tu
historia. jFacilmente puedo de-
cirte que todos estamos muy or-
gullosos de ti y estaremos oramos
por ti!

Gracias. Eso significa mucho para
mi.
