When She Was Confirmed

Now her whole family wants to receive Sacraments!

Kimberly Lopez's #SacredStory

Kimberly grew up culturally Catholic
but had stopped going to Mass after
her First Communion as a kid. The
fact that her nephew was not bap-
tized started to bother her, so she
decided to prepare for Confirmation
to be his godmother and his exam-
ple. Her life has changed so much,
that several other family members
want to complete their sacraments
too! Here is her SacredStory:

What was your homelife like grow-
ing up?

| was raised Catholic by a whole fami-
ly of Catholics. | was baptized in
Mexico with my twin sister when we
were about 3 years old. Shortly after,
we moved to the US, and | remember
we would go to Mass every Sunday.
Every Sunday, first thing, and then
we would go out to eat or some-
where to spend family time. But first
thing was always church. Then my
mom had to get a job, and she
worked on Sundays, so then church
was pushed aside. We got really dis-
connected. My mom might have felt
it too, because then she changed,
and she was like, “No, we should go
back to the church again.” Since she
worked on the weekends, we would
go to Mass on Friday nights, back
when they had a night Mass in Span-
ish at St Michael's. | was like around
10 years old. So every Friday night
was our time.

Then when we were about to turn 15,
| wanted to have my quinceafiera. So
my mom said | had to sign up for

First Communion. | enjoyed my first
communion classes so much! We
would go every Wednesday for the
first year, then for the second year it
was every Sunday plus going to
Mass. It was so good, and | enjoyed
making friends. We turned 15 before
we received First Communion, be-
cause it was a two-year sacrament
prep program, and we started late.
But our quinceafiera was beautiful
anyway.

| don’t know what happened, but af-
ter our First Communion, it's like we
forgot about church again. | guess
my family | guess got busy and it was
hard to go to church every Sunday. |
never felt distanced from God, and |
always believed, but after my First
Communion we just we had high
school stuff, | guess it just got busy. It
was hard to put God first.

What changed that made you
come back?

Well, my dad passed away in August.
My family met Fr John, and he said
that one of the biggest steps that you
need to complete your connection
with God was to have all your Sacra-
ments. He explained that it is
through the Sacraments that we re-
ceive God's life. It was one of those
things that just stuck to me since that
day. So, | kept thinking about it, that
| had to receive Confirmation, be-
cause | only had gotten as far as First
Communion. Suddenly that was just
not enough.

Then we did my dad's novenario [nine
days of prayer for the deceased]
here at my house. Every day we
were praying the rosary for 9 days. It
was so soothing and so powerful.
And | kept thinking, okay, | need just
one more step to come closer to
God.

What was that next step?

Well, my nephew, my twin sister’s
son, is not baptized. That was the
thing that clicked. My mom'’s like,
“We need to get that kid baptized!
Right now, God knows him as a child,
but he's not really introduced to God
properly in his soul.” When she put it
in that sense, it really hit me. My sis-
ter and her boyfriend want to get
their son baptized, but you know
how itis. It's just a lot of “I'll do it to-
morrow, I'll do it tomorrow, I'll do it
tomorrow.” Then | told her, “You
know what I'm going to do? I'm going
to sign up for classes to prepare for
my Confirmation, because | want to
be my nephew's godmother! | need
him to be known to God, to bring
God to his life, to have God's life in
his!” | took that step for him, because
his parents want to, but they always
had something that got in the way. |
can't be a godmother and be an ex-
ample if | don't have all my sacra-
ments!

How hard was it to fit Confirma-
tion classes into your schedule?

Well at first, | was getting nervous
about if | could do it, but my mom



encouraged me. She said, “If you're
going to do this, it is something that
you're going have to be committed
to every Tuesday and you're going to
have to find the time.” | thought
about it a lot because | have a full
schedule with school and work. It
wasn't easy. Life is busy, | think for
everyone. But it was so important. |
knew it was important. And it's just
one hour a week. | had no excuse.

Were there other obstacles?

About a week into class, we got a
phone call that my grandfather died.
My dad'’s dad. We had to fly out to
Mexico, and we did the novenario for
him. So | was praying the rosary
again, but | was also trying to go to
class. It was hard, and | thought
“Why is this happening?” But | think
maybe | was being tested. And may-
be my dad and my grandfather were
praying for me and my family. Push-
ing me to do this.

Did you feel like God was encour-
aging you be Confirmed?

YES! One day, before | signed up for
class, | was sitting with my mom and
we were looking for a movie to watch
on Netflix, and we saw one on Fati-
ma. And we had just talked about
Our Lady of Fatimal! | thought, whoa,
that's a weird coincidence. And then
right after that, one of the shows |
watch was all about finding God's
way and doing the right thing. And |
was all, “This is a sign!” It was so cra-
zy! | was telling my cousin all about it
and asking, do you see this pattern?
Do you see what's happening here?
[laughing] | never ever thought I'd be
that kind of person who would expe-
rience something like that. That was
the last thing. There was no way |
couldn’t go to Confirmation classes.

Even though you grew up in a fam-
ily with a Catholic culture, did you
find that there were things that
you didn’t know when you got to
Confirmation class?

Growing up, | remember my mom
telling me Bible stories and stuff, and
of course things from the Mass.
There was this feeling of hearing
some of it before. At class, watching
the session videos and having dis-
cussion after it, it all came together
better. And it was kind of like “Oh,
that's where my mom got it from,
and that's why my mom does this
and that.” It's like it all came back
from so far away, but then | got to
see it from an adult perspective.

For example, | didn't really under-
stand what Lent was all about, the
details of it. | didn't know what Pen-
tecost was. That's the day | was Con-
firmed, and | didn’t know why every-
one was so excited for me to receive
Confirmation on that day. Then |
learned about the Holy Spirit. And
bigger fundamental things became
clear too, like Adam and Eve and
Original Sin. | was like, “ don't un-
derstand, | don't understand, | don't
understand!” Then we went a little
bit in depth in one of the classes. We
watched a video and FINALLY | got it.
| was like THAT'S what they meant
this whole time. It finally clicked. |
loved being in a learning community
with other adults.

Do you feel like you're more
equipped as a Catholic now that
you are Confirmed?

Now that | am sealed with the Holy
Spirit, | feel like God not only came
after me, but is using me to bring in
my nephew and my sister and my
mom and my cousin! Because |
learned so much, my family sees
something in me that's different.
They are so excited, and they can't
believe how happy | am now. My life
has changed so much that even at
work people are all, “You look so
happy! You look so bright! You look
so different!” | don't come home
from work or school stressed any-
more, but if | am worried | turn to
God. And then before long I'm ask-
ing myself, “What was | really com-

plaining about anyway?” | have this
new sense of calm, and | just crave
Sundays to go to Mass! | just have
this need for God in my life, and a
weight has lifted off my shoulders in
such a big way. My heartis just so
full!

You are so on fire! Where do you
think God is leading you?

Fr John is starting to assemble a
team of online facilitators to help
with people to prepare for confirma-
tion in Spanish. Jose Angeles, the
guy you also interviewed, is going to
be on the team too. He's actually a
family friend, and we reconnected at
Confirmation class. His dad was best
friends with my dad, and it was so
weird, like do | need another sign?
[laughing] But | am really excited to
help more people come closer to
God.

Thank you for sharing your story
of how God is working in your life!

You are welcome. | am happy to
share, especially if someone is expe-
riencing something like | did. | hope
it encourages them.

Kimberly crecié en una cultura catoli-
ca, pero dej6 de ir a misa desde pe-
quefia después de su Primera Comu-
nién. El hecho de que su sobrino no
estuviera bautizado comenzo6 a mo-
lestarla y para poder ser su madrina
de Bautizo ella decidi6 dar el ejem-
ploy prepararse para la recibir la
Confirmacioén. Su vida ha cambiado
tanto que varios miembros de la fa-
milia también quieren completar sus
sacramentos. Aqui esta su SacredS-
tory:

¢Cémo era tu vida hogareia cuan-
do eras pequeiia?

Mi familia es catélica y asi me cria-
ron. Me bautizaron en México junto
a mi hermana gemela cuando tenia-
mos unos 3 afios. Poco después nos
mudamos a los Estados Unidos y
recuerdo que a primera hora del do-
mingo ibamos a misa y luego salia-
mos a comer a algun lugar para pa-
sar tiempo en familia; pero la priori-
dad siempre fue ir a la iglesia. Luego
mi mama tuvo que empezar a traba-
jary siempre trabajaba los domin-
gos; de modo que el ir a la Iglesia
pas6 a segundo planoy al rato esto
realmente nos desconcert6. Mi ma-
ma se sinti6 igual y un dia nos dijo:
"No debe ser asi, deberiamos volver
alaiglesia". Como ella trabajaba los
fines de semana comenzamos air a
misa los viernes por la noche, por-
que en la parroquia de St. Michael's
ofrecian una misa nocturna en espa-
fiol. Yo tenia ya como 10 afios; asi
que los viernes por la noche

era nuestra oportunidad.

La historia sagrada de Kimberly Lopez

Luego, cuando estabamos por cum-
plir 15 afios, quisimos tener nuestra
fiesta de Quinceafiera. Entonces mi
mama dijo que teniamos que inscri-
birnos en el programa de la Primera
Comunién. Durante el primer afio de
preparacién ibamos todos los miér-
coles; luego, durante el segundo afio,
ibamos todos los domingos ademas
de ir a misa. Fue muy bueno y disfru-
té mucho de mis clases y de tener
amistades. Cumplimos 15 afios antes
de recibir la Primera Comunién, por-
que el programa de preparacion sa-
cramental era de dos afios y empe-
zamos tarde, pero nuestra fiesta de
Quinceafera de todos modos fue
muy bonita.

No sé qué paso, pero después de
nuestra Primera Comunidn nos volvi-
mos a olvidar de la iglesia. Supongo
que mi familia estaba ocupaday era
dificil ir a la iglesia todos los domin-
gos; sin embargo, nunca me senti
distanciada de Dios, y siempre tuve
fe, pero después de mi Primera Co-
munion llego la escuela secundaria 'y
simplemente la rutina se puso muy
ajetreada y fue dificil poner a Dios en
primer lugar.

¢Quaé te hizo regresar?

Bueno, mi papa fallecié en agosto.
Mi familia conoci6 al Padre John, y él
nos dijo que uno de los pasos mas
grandes que necesita dar una perso-
na para completar su conexién con
Dios era tener todos sus sacramen-
tos. Nos explicd que es a través de
los sacramentos que recibimos la

vida de Dios, y eso se me quedd en
la mente desde ese diay me hizo
pensar en que tenia que recibir la
Confirmacion puesto que solo habia
llegado hasta la Primera Comuniény
de repente, eso ya no era suficiente.
Luego hicimos el novenario de mi
papa [nueve dias de oracion por los
difuntos] aqui en mi casa y rezamos
el rosario durante 9 dias; fue muy
reconfortante y poderoso. Y conti-
nué pensando que solo necesitaba
dar un paso mas para acercarme a
Dios.

¢Cual fue el siguiente paso?

Mi sobrino, el hijo de mi hermana
gemela, no esta bautizado y mi ma-
ma hizo un comentario:
“Necesitamos bautizar a ese nifio, en
este momento Dios lo conoce como
un nifio, pero realmente su alma no
se le ha presentado debidamente a
Dios.” Eso me impact6. Mi hermana
y su novio querian bautizar a su hijo,
pero ya sabes cdmo son las coas,
siempre hay muchas excusas,
"mafana, mafiana, mafiana,". Le dije
entonces: “;Sabes lo que haré? Me
voy a inscribir en clases para prepa-
rarme para mi Confirmacion, porque
yo quiero ser la madrina de mi so-
brino; necesito que Dios lo conozca,
traer a Dios a su vida, jy que tenga la
vida de Dios en la suya! " Di ese paso
por él, porque sus padres querian
hacerlo, pero siempre se presentaba
algo que se interponia y también me
di cuenta que no puedo ser madrina
y ser un ejemplo para él si yo misma
no tengo todos mis sacramentos.



;Quaé tan dificil fue programar las
clases de Confirmacién en tu hora-
rio?

Bueno, al principio tuve dudas de
poder hacerlo, pero mi mama me
animo diciéndome: "Si vas a hacer
esto, tendras que comprometerte
todos los martes y tendras que en-
contrar el tiempo". Lo pensé mucho
porque tengo un horario completo
con la escuelay el trabajo y no era
facil agregar algo mas, creo que para
todos nosotros la vida es muy ajetrea-
da. Pero yo sabia que esto era algo
importante y solo era un compromiso
de una hora semanal. No tenia excu-
sa.

¢Hubo otros obstaculos?

Aproximadamente una semana des-
pués de comenzar las clases, recibi-
mos una llamada telefénica infor-
mandonos que mi abuelo paterno
habia muerto. Tuvimos que viajar a
México y me encontré nuevamente
participando en el novenario, rezan-
do el rosario y al mismo tiempo que
estaba tratando de asistir a las cla-
ses. Era dificil y me hizo pensar:
":Por qué esta pasando esto?" Qui-
zas era una prueba para miy quizas
mi papa y mi abuelo estaban orando
por mi y mi familia, empujdndome a
continuar.

:Sentiste que Dios te estaba ani-
mando a ser confirmada?

iSi! Un dia, antes de inscribirme en la
clase, estaba sentada con mi mama
buscando una pelicula en Netflix, y
encontramos una sobre Fatima. Ella
y yo acababamos de hablar de Nues-
tra Sefiora de Fatima, lo que me hizo
pensar “vaya, que extrafa coinciden-
cia." Y luego, justo después de eso, vi
otro programa cuyo tema era co6mo
hacer lo correcto y encontrar el ca-
mino de Dios. De repente lo vi todo
claramente, “todo esto es una sefial."
Fue todo como de locura y cuando
se lo conté a mi prima yo le pregun-
taba, ¢ves este patron? ¢sves lo que

esta pasando aqui? [risas]... Nunca
se me hubiera ocurrido que yo fuera
el tipo de persona que experimenta-
ria algo asi. Eso fue lo ultimo que
ocurrio, ya no podia faltar a las cla-
ses de Confirmacion.

A pesar de que creciste en una fa-
milia catélica, ;encontraste cosas
nuevas en la clase de Confirma-
cion?

Cuando estaba pequefia recuerdo a
mi madre contandome historias de
la Biblia y esas cosas, y por supuesto
ella hablaba también de la Misa. Ya
en clase, hubo ocasiones que tuve la
sensacion de haber escuchado algo
parecido anteriormente, pero al ver
los videos y participar en las discu-
siones, las cosas tuvieron mas clari-
dad. Y fue algo asi como: "Oh, de ahi
es de donde lo sacé mi mama, y es
por eso que mi mama hace estoy
aquello". Fue como si todo volviera
desde lejos, pero ahora podia ver las
cosas desde una perspectiva adulta.
Por ejemplo, realmente no entendia
de qué se trataba la Cuaresma, ni
sus detalles. No sabia qué era Pente-
costés. Ese fue el dia de mi Confir-
macion y no entendia el por qué to-
dos estaban tan emocionados de
que yo recibiera la Confirmacion ese
dia especificamente. Luego aprendi
sobre el Espiritu Santo y también se
aclararon otras cosas fundamenta-
les, como Adany Eva y el Pecado Ori-
ginal. Al comienzo yo decia, "iNo en-
tiendo, no entiendo, no entiendo!"
pero luego profundizamos un poco
mas en el tema y también vimos un
video hasta que FINALMENTE lo en-
tendi, entendi lo que me habian que-
rido explicar todo ese tiempo y por
fin las cosas tuvieron sentido para
mi. Me encanté estar en una comu-
nidad de aprendizaje con otros adul-
tos.

:Te sientes mas equipada como
catodlica ahora que ya estas confir-
mada?

Ahora que estoy sellada con el Espiri-

tu Santo, siento que Dios no solo me
buscaba a mi, sino que me esta
usando para llevar a mi sobrino, a mi
hermana, a mimamay a mi prima a
su lado. Debido a que aprendi tanto,
mi familia ve algo en mi que es dife-
rente, estan muy contentos y les pa-
rece mentira verme tan feliz ahora.
Mi vida ha cambiado tanto que inclu-
so en el trabajo la gente me dice: “{Te
ves tan feliz! {Te ves tan radiante! iTe
ves tan diferente!" Ya no regreso es-
tresada a casa después del trabajo o
de la escuela, porque ahora si estoy
preocupada, yo recurro a Dios. Y lue-
g0, al poco rato me pregunto:
"¢:Realmente, de qué me estaba que-
jando?" Tengo esta nueva sensacion
de calma, y espero ansiosa los do-
mingos para ir a misa; simplemente
ahora tengo esta necesidad de Dios
en mivida, y se me ha quitado un
peso de mis hombros de una mane-
ra increible. jMi corazén esta tan
lleno del Sefior!

iEstas enardecida! ;A donde crees
que te esta llevando Dios?

El P. John estd comenzando a formar
un equipo de facilitadores en linea
para ayudar a las personas a prepa-
rarse para la confirmacion en espa-
fiol. José Angeles, el chico que usted
entrevistd anteriormente, también
estara en el equipo. Eso también fue
otra extrafia coincidencia, el papa de
Jose Angeles era el mejor amigo de
mMi papa y nosotros apenas nos reco-
nectamos en las clases de Confirma-
ciéon.
