A RETURN TO THE EUCHARIST

“How | have longed to celebrate this
Passover with you” (Luke 22:15).

When people ask, “Why should we go
to Mass?" | answer, “Because Jesus is
waiting for you there in the Church,
and He wants to be with you — right
there — in the Holy Eucharist.” It is
about a personal encounter with Je-
sus that we have as individuals AND
as a community, in the celebration of
the Mass. The celebration of the Eu-
charist is the time and place where
we can allow Christ to love us, and
we can return His love.

Knowing this, how could anyone stay
away?

We are coming off a year and a half
of “fasting” from full, personal, and
active participation in the Eucharist
because of the Covid pandemic pre-
cautions. Hence the Lord says again
to us, as He did to the Apostles at the
Last Supper, “How | have longed to
be with you!” And how we priests
have longed to be with you also to
celebrate together the Lord’s pas-
sion, death and resurrection.

| cannot tell you how happy | was to
see so many people coming back to
Mass for Holy Week and Easter this
year, and since the June 15 lifting of

most COVID restrictions, for daily
and Sunday Masses. | felt like St. Pe-
ter at the Transfiguration, when he
said, “Lord, it is good for us to be
here!”

By participating in the Mass, we can
be with Jesus at the moment He lays
down His life for His friends. You and
| are those friends. Jesus loved His
Apostles “to the end” (Jn 13:1), and
He will love us “to the end.”

When Christ taught “Come to me all
you who labor and are burdened,
and | will give you rest,” | believe He
was encouraging us to come to Him
where He is most intensely present,
in His own Body and Blood on the
altar of sacrifice at every Mass. May-
be that explains the sociologists’
study that found all socio-economic
groups of people suffered more anxi-
ety, more stress, and more depres-
sion during the pandemic, except
one — those who attend church reg-
ularly.

When Christ said to the Apostles at
the Last Supper, “Do this in memory
of me,” He was not only giving a com-
mand to the Apostles to celebrate
the Eucharist — He was also inviting
all of us, Christian brothers and sis-
ters, to come together at the altar, to

listen to Him speaking to us in the
Scriptures, and to receive Him inside
our bodies and our hearts.

In the documents of the Second Vati-
can Council, we read that commun-
ion with the Body and Blood of Christ
changes us into what we receive. We
become divinized. St. Thomas Aqui-
nas taught “The proper effect of the
Eucharist is the transformation of
human beings into God” (Aquinas,
Sent. IV, dist. 12, g. 2, a. |.). Do we
realize this?

Our belief in the real presence of
Christ in the Eucharist is scriptural.
Jesus meant it when He said “This is
my body; This is my blood” (Lk 22:19-
20; Mt 26:26-28; Mk 14:22-24; 1 Cor.
11:23-25). The Church has always
guarded and preserved this teaching
faithfully from one generation to the
next, despite heresies diluting or
even denying the real presence of
Christ in Holy Communion.

Jesus Himself taught how important
it was to Him that we come to cele-
brate the Eucharist and receive Him
in Holy Communion:

“Amen, amen, | say to you, unless you
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and
drink his blood, you do not have life
within you. Whoever eats my flesh and
drinks my blood has eternal life, and |
will raise him on the last day. For my
flesh is true food, and my blood is true
drink. ... Just as the living Father sent
me and | have life because of the Fa-
ther, so also the one who feeds on me
will have life because of me” (Jn 6:53-
57).

As Bishop Robert Barron recently
wrote, “There is simply, this side of
heaven, no more intimate commun-
ion possible with the risen Lord.”

So let us come back to Him at Mass
in person, joining together as a wor-
shipping community, to be fed with
His word in Scripture, and His body
and blood in Holy Communion.

Since the Church always has our



spiritual health as her primary
consideration, | am reinstating the
law which was dispensed because
of the pandemic. Our solemn obli-
gation to attend Mass on Sundays
and Holy Days of Obligation will
come back into force in the Dio-
cese of Oakland on Sunday, Au-
gust 15, 2021, the Solemnity of the
Assumption of Our Lady into
Heaven'.

In the Divine Liturgy of the Eastern
Catholic Churches, at the sign of
peace, each person says to their
neighbor, “Christ is among us.” And
the response is, “He is and always
will be.” Let us come back into His

presence “singing for joy” (Psalm
95:2).

1 While it is true that illness, infirmity or
truly serious reasons may impede and
therefore always dispense us of our obli-
gation to come to church for Mass, any
casual absence from Mass without seri-
ous reason carries the burden of a willful
sin against God and neighbor and should
be brought to Confession before receiv-
ing Holy Communion. Long before this
pandemic, the Church has always recog-
nized that there are “serious” or “grave”
reasons that prevent Catholics from at-
tending Mass. For example, if a person is
sick or homebound, or living/visiting are-
as of the world where access to the Mass
is limited, or a situation arises that pre-

vents travel (snowstorm or flat tire), such
persons would not be bound by the obli-
gation. In the case of this pandemic, seri-
ous or grave reasons would include:

Anyone who is sick, symptomatic, or has
been recently exposed to the corona-
virus. Protecting the health of others is
an act of Christian charity and our moral
duty to one another.

Anyone with significant health risk fac-
tors that requires them to avoid public
spaces, or if you care for someone with
significant risk factors.

Anyone who cannot attend Mass through
no fault of their own, for example, a par-
ent caring for a sick child, or if the priest
is sick.

“Cémo he anhelado celebrar esta Pas-
cua con ustedes” (Lucas 22:15).

Cuando la gente pregunta: “;Por qué
debemos ir a Misa?”, yo respondo:
“Porque Jesus te esta esperando alli
en la Iglesia, y quiere estar contigo -
alli mismo- en la Sagrada Eucaristia”.
Se trata de un encuentro personal
con Jesus que vivimos como indivi-
duos Y como una comunidad, en la
celebracion de la Misa. La
celebracion de la Eucaristia es el mo-
mento y el lugar en el cual podemos
permitirle a Cristo que nos ame, y
podemos devolverle Su amor.

Sabiendo esto, ;cdmo podria alguien
permanecer alejado?

EEstamos saliendo de un afio y me-
dio de “ayunar” de la participacion
plena, personal y activa en la Eucaris-
tia, por las precauciones que debi-
mos adoptar por la pandemia de
COVID-19. Por eso el Sefior nos vuel-
ve a decir, como lo hizo con los ap6s-
toles en la Ultima Cena: “jCuanto he
anhelado estar con ustedes!” Y cémo
los sacerdotes también hemos anhe-
lado estar con ustedes para conme-
morar juntos la pasion, muerte y re-
surreccion del Sefior.

No puedo expresarles lo feliz que me
senti al ver a tanta gente regresar a

Misa para la Semana Santa y la Pas-
cua de este afio, y desde el pasado
15 de junio con el levantamiento de
la mayoria de las restricciones de
COVID-19, para Misas diarias y domi-
nicales. Me senti como San Pedro
durante la Transfiguracién, cuando
dijo: “iSefior, es bueno que nosotros
estemos aquil”.

Al participar en la Misa, podemos
estar junto a Jesus en el momento en
que El entrega Su vida por Sus ami-
gos. TU y yo somos esos amigos. Je-
sus amo a Sus apo6stoles “hasta el
fin” (Jn 13, 1), y nos amara “hasta el
fin".

Cuando Cristo ensefié: “Vengan a mi,
todos los que estan fatigados y ago-
biados por la carga, y yo les daré
alivio”, creo que nos animaba a acer-
carnos a El donde est4 mas intensa-
mente presente, en Su propio cuer-
po y sangre en el altar del sacrificio
en cada Misa. Quizas eso explique el
estudio de los socidlogos que en-
contrd que todos los grupos socio-
econdmicos de personas sufrieron
mas ansiedad, mas estrésy mas de-
presion durante la pandemia, excep-
to uno: los que asisten a la iglesia
con regularidad.

Cuando Cristo dijo a los apéstoles en
la Ultima Cena “Hagan esto en me-
moria mia”, no sélo les estaba dando

una instruccién a los apdstoles para
que celebraran la Eucaristia, sino
que también nos invitaba a todos,
hermanos y hermanas cristianos a
acercarnos juntos al altar, para escu-
charlo hablar con nosotros de las
Escrituras, y recibirlo dentro de nues-
tro cuerpo y nuestro corazon.

En los documentos del Concilio Vati-
cano Il leemos que la comunién con
el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo nos
transforma en lo que recibimos. Nos
divinizamos. Santo Tomas de Aquino
ensefié que “El efecto propio de la
Eucaristia es la transformacion de los
seres humanos en Dios” (Santo To-
mas de Aquino, Sent. IV, dist. 12, g. 2,
a. l.). ¢(Nos damos cuenta de lo que
esto significa?

Nuestra creencia en la presencia real
de Cristo en la Eucaristia viene de las
Escrituras. Jesus afirma Su presencia
real al decir: “Este es mi cuerpo; ésta
es mi sangre” (Lc 22: 19-20; Mt 26: 26
-28; Mc 14: 22-24; 1 Cor. 11: 23-25).
La Iglesia siempre ha guardado y
preservado fielmente esta ensefian-
za de una generacion a la siguiente,
a pesar de que las herejias diluyan o
incluso nieguen la presencia real de
Cristo en la Sagrada Comunion.
Jesus mismo ensefi6 lo importante
que era para El que viniéramos a
celebrar la Eucaristia y a recibirlo en
la Sagrada Comunién:

“Yo les aseguro: Si no comen la carne
del Hijo del hombre y no beben su san-
gre, no podrdn tener vida en ustedes.
El que come mi carne y bebe mi san-
gre, tiene vida eterna y yo lo resucitaré
el ultimo dia. Mi carne es verdadera
comida y mi sangre es verdadera bebi-
da. El que come mi carne y bebe mi
sangre, permanece en mi'y yo en él.
Como el Padre, que me ha enviado,
posee la vida y yo vivo por él, asi tam-
bién el que me come vivirg por

mi.” (Juan 6:53-57).

Como escribi6 recientemente el obis-
po Robert Barron: “Simplemente,
desde este lado del cielo, no hay una



comunioén mas intima posible con el
Sefior resucitado”.

Asi que regresemos a El en la Misa,
en persona, uniéndonos como una
comunidad de adoracién, para ser
alimentados con Su palabra en las
escrituras y Su cuerpo y sangre en la
Sagrada Comuni

Dado que la salud espiritual siem-
pre ha sido considerada una
prioridad, estoy restableciendo
la ley que fue dispensada debido a
la pandemia. Nuestra solemne
obligacion de asistir a Misa los do-
mingos y los dias santos de obliga-
cion volvera a entrar en vigor en
la Didcesis de Oakland a partir
del domingo 15 de agosto de 2021,
dia en que celebraremos la Solem-
nidad de la Asuncién de Nuestra
Sefiora al Cielo. '

Nos complace anunciar y dar la bien-
venida a Glenda Aragon al personal
de St Michael. Glenda sera nuestra
nueva Asociada Pastoral para la For-
macién de Fe y la Evangelizacion.

Glenda Aragén nacié en Managua,
Nicaragua. Siendo apenas una adole-
cente, ella emigré a los Estados Uni-
dos durante la guerra civil entre la
Dictadura de Somoza y los Sandinis-
tas en 1978. Después de alrededor
de 3 afios, cuando aprendié un poco

En la Liturgia Divina de las Iglesias
Catolicas orientales, en el momento
del signo de la paz, cada uno le dice
a su préjimo: “Cristo esta entre noso-
tros”. Y la respuesta es: “El estd y
siempre estard”. Regresemos a Su
presencia con alabanza; Aclamémos-

le con “canticos”. (Salmo 95: 2).

1. Si bien es cierto que una enfermedad,
una dolencia o razones verdaderamente
graves podrian impedirnos y, por lo tanto,
dispensarnos siempre de nuestra obliga-
cién de asistir a la Iglesia para participar en
la Misa, cualquier ausencia casual de la
Misa sin una razén seria lleva la carga de
un pecado deliberado contra Dios y el préji-
mo (y debe ser llevado a la Confesién antes
de recibir la Sagrada Comunidn). Desde
mucho antes de esta pandemia, la Iglesia
siempre ha reconocido que existen razones
“serias” o “graves” que impiden que los ca-
télicos asistan a Misa. Por ejemplo, si una

persona estd enferma o confinada en su
hogar, o vive/ visita dreas del mundo donde
el acceso a la Misa es limitado, o surge una
situacién que impide viajar (una tormenta
de nieve o una llanta pinchada), dichas
personas no estarian sujetas a esta obliga-
cion. En el caso de esta pandemia, las razo-
nes serias o graves incluirian:

Cualquiera que esté enfermo, sintomdtico o
haya estado expuesto recientemente al
coronavirus. Proteger la salud de los demds
es un acto de caridad cristiana y un deber
moral entre nosotros.

Cualquier persona con factores de riesgo
importantes para la salud que le obliguen a
evitar los espacios publicos, o si cuida a
alguien con factores de riesgo significativos.

Cualquiera que no pueda asistir a Misa por
causas ajenas a su voluntad, por ejemplo,
un padre que cuida a un nifio enfermo o si
el sacerdote estd enfermo.
