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Melissa Found the

Faith Cwuwww

She Was Craving

In the middle of the pandemic,
from 40 miles away, Melissa
Brum found the faith community
she was craving at St Michael’s.
She joined an online class to pre-
pare for Confirmation, and now
she’s moving to Livermore, get-
ting married at St Michael's and is
ready to put down roots at her
new parish home.

Here's her Sacred Story:

Hi Melissa! Did you grow up in a
Catholic family?

Yes, my whole family are Catholics:
like aunts, uncles, everyone. All the
couples in my family were married in
the Church. We went to Mass every
Sunday, and as a kid | went to a Cath-
olic school and then later went to
Faith Formation classes every
Wednesday. It was just part of my
life, and so nice having a foundation
of faith. It's like always having this
solid strength to fall back on.

| never officially received the Sacra-
ment of Confirmation in high school
though because | was playing volley-
ball competitively and traveling every
weekend. | never made time to go to
the classes in person. When | got en-
gaged, | told my fiancé that my num-
ber one thing is that we get married
in Church. He's Lutheran, but he was
like “Okay, that's totally fine.” It
seemed like a good opportunity to
also prepare for Confirmation too.
Sounds like you recognize the value
of a strong faith.

Oh yes. That closeness to God, that
steady place to fall back on is so im-
portant. | lost my best friend in a car
accident when | was 16. Having a sol-
id faith and trust in God is how | got

through that horrible grieving. | was

going to Catholic school, and it was
instilled in me that | could always
turn to God for everything. So | did,
and it was really comforting. 1 don't
know how people get through big
things in life without faith. | seriously
don't know.

How did you find St Michael's?

Well, I live in Stockton, and my fiancé
and | were researching churches for

our wedding. Stockton doesn't have a

lot of interesting reception venues,
and my fiancé’s parents live in
Pleasanton. So, we were looking at
reception places, and local Catholic
churches. We drove by St Michael's
and I was like, “This is it! | love the
architecture and it's so visually beau-
tiful.” We hadn’t even been inside.
That's when | felt the pull to prepare
to receive the Sacrament of Confir-
mation. | figured that I'm moving to
Livermore and will get married at St
Michael's, it just made sense to get
Confirmed here too. Then when |
saw that RCIA classes were online, it
was absolutely perfect. The pandem-
ic really made video learning
“normal” and it all worked out. But
what was an amazing surprise is how
beautiful the people at St Michael's
are too! | really have found my new
home.

What is different about the com-
munity at St Michael’s?

St Michael's is such a different and
better community than anything I've
been a part of before! Everyone is so
much more friendly and really nice!
It's just a completely more positive
experience than any other parish
(which is actually kind of a sad state-
ment). My previous experiences at
parishes were pretty cold and nega-
tive, like if you did something wrong
it was this huge deal. Butin the
online class at St Michael's, | always
felt welcomed, and we actually had
fun and the discussions were so in-
teresting and prayerful. | was just so
energized by the excellent learning
about religion, and that being Catho-
lic was fun and joyful again.

Father John is amazing, and he al-
ways has a fresh scholarly take on
things. | feel like | can talk to him
about any theological topic, and he
gets into it, you know? And the RCIA
team leaders, Lisa and John and the
others, are smart and authentic. It's
like | could have a 9-hour conversa-
tion with them and just barely
scratch the surface, and barely notice
the time passing. Such great energy
and passion. | really feel so blessed
to have found community, even dur-
ing the pandemic. Even virtually!

Oh and Community Care! | get the
text messages about free groceries
or baby diapers for people in need,
and | tell my parents, “Look at this
parish! | love this church!” | don't



think you understand how different
St Michael's is [laughing].

What did you get out of RCIA clas-
ses?

Well, | never really lost faith but at-
tending classes kind of brought me
back into a different place. | learned
- or re-learned - things from an
adult perspective, which was really
nice.

| learned so much! | never really
understood why we refer to the
Church in the feminine connotation
of “Mother Church.” One nightin
class, we talked about how the
Church is the “Bride of Christ” and
we are the Church. Like that's how
committed Jesus is to us. | never
knew that, and | was like “Oh how
cool!” It especially resonated since |
am getting married.

Another analogy that | learned and
loved is that Mary is like the moon.
Her light is reflective of Jesus's light.
[ just fell in love with Mother Mary
even more. I've always felt such a
strong connection with her and
learning a lot more about her and
her life was really cool throughout
the whole course. Those are just a
couple of examples. | could go on!

Do you think it is different taking
faith classes as adult?

Totally. | feel like learning it in high
school, | didn't appreciate it as much
and didn't integrate it as much. But
as an adult, it was my choice to
come back and take the classes. In a
way, | discovered a newfound ap-
preciation for everything about the
faith, like looking at it with fresh
eyes. | think in high school, it can be
like in one ear out the other, and
you're focusing on other things. As
an adult, you're ready to absorb it
and apply it.

What has changed for you now
that you are Confirmed?

| think the biggest thing is that | am
motivated to be involved in parish
life. | mean I'm in the middle of
moving from Stockton to Livermore
and wedding planning, so it's a crazy
time. But was reminded that being
connected at a parish is the solid
ground | need. The online class was
like a little family, and | realized how
much | need a faith community. So |
am helping with the RCIA Sunday
online class, where we unpack the
Mass readings. Of course, I'm look-
ing forward to going to Mass in per-
son and meeting new people. I'd
like to help at Community Care on
Saturdays too, and maybe be a
greeter at Mass. Or maybe | will join
a bible study group.

What would you say to someone
who hasn’t received Confirma-
tion?

I'd say that if you're thinking of com-
pleting your sacraments, like if it
pops into your head at all, that's
clear a sign that you should do it!
That connection, that little nudge,
means probably something greater
than you think is in play. It's proba-
bly God calling you home, calling
you closer, so you should definitely
just take the opportunity. | mean, if
not now, when? It's never going to
feel like the right time. There are
always going to be other things, oth-
er commitments. | got called in the
middle of a pandemic to a parish 40
miles from where | livel And now I'm
moving here, and my husband-to-be
and | will start our life together here.
Nobody could have predicted that.
Nobody would have thought that
this timing would make sense!

We are so excited to have you as a
new member of our St Michael
family, Melissa! Thank you so
much for sharing your story.

You are welcome! | can't wait to
grow more at my new parish!

Melissa Encontroé

que estaba deseando

En medio de la pandemia, a 40 millas
de distancia de su casa, Melissa
Brum encontré en la parroquia de St.
Michael's la comunidad de fe que
andaba buscando. Se unié a una cla-
se en linea para prepararse para la
Confirmacién, y resulté en que ahora
se mudara a vivir en Livermore, se
casara en St. Michael's y esta lista
para echar raices en su nueva parro-
quia.

Aqui esta su historia sagrada:

jHola Melissa! ;Creciste en una
familia catélica?

Si, toda mi familia es catdlica: tias,
tios...todos. Todas las parejas de mi
familia se casaron por la iglesia, iba-
mos a misa todos los domingos y
cuando nifia estudié en una escuela
catdlica, todos los miércoles iba a
clases de formacioén en la fe. Ser ca-
tolica era parte de mivida, y era muy
agradable tener una base de fe; es
como tener siempre un gran apoyo
en la vida.

Sin embargo, nunca recibi el Sacra-
mento de la Confirmacion en la es-
cuela secundaria porque en esa épo-
ca yo jugaba voleibol de manera
competitiva y viajaba todos los fines
de semana a jugar; nunca tuve tiem-
po para ir a las clases en persona.
Cuando me comprometi en matri-
monio, le pedi a mi prometido que
nos casaramos por la Iglesia. Aun-
que él es luterano, me dijo "Esta
bien, esta bien". Fue cuando se me
presenté la oportunidad para tam-

bién prepararme para la Confirma-
cion.

Parece que reconoces el valor de
tener una fe fuerte.

Oh si. Es muy importante tener esa
cercania a Dios, ese lugar estable en
el cual uno puede apoyarse. Cuando
yo tenia 16 afos perdi a mi mejor
amigo en un accidente automovilisti-
co; logré superar ese profundo dolor
con la ayuda de mi fey con tener
una sélida confianza en Dios. Enla
escuela catélica me inculcaron que
siempre podia acudir a Dios para
todo. Asi lo hice en esta ocasién y fue
realmente reconfortante. No sé c6-
mo la gente pasa por grandes retos
en la vida sin tener fe. En serio, no lo
sé.

¢Cémo encontraste St Michael's?

Bueno, yo vivo en Stockton, y mi pro-
metido y yo estdbamos buscando
iglesias para nuestra boda. Stockton
no tiene muchos lugares interesan-
tes para la recepcion y puesto que
los padres de mi prometido viven en
Pleasanton, empezamos a buscar en
esa area un lugar para la recepcién e
iglesias catlicas para la boda. Un dia,
pasamos por la Iglesia de St Mi-
chael's y me encanté la arquitectura,
es una iglesia visualmente muy her-
mosa. Me dije: “jAqui serd!” Y eso
gue ni siquiera habiamos entrado.
Fue entonces cuando senti el impul-
so de prepararme también para reci-
bir el Sacramento de la Confirma-
cién. Pensé que, si me iba a mudar a
Livermore, me iba a casar en St. Mi-

chael's, simplemente tenia sentido
también ser Confirmada aqui. Luego,
cuando vi que ofrecian las clases de
RICA en linea, todo era absolutamen-
te perfecto. La pandemia realmente
hizo que el aprendizaje por video
fuera “normal” y todo funcion6 bien.
iPero lo que fue una gran sorpresa
fue darme cuenta de lo hermosa que
es también la gente y la comunidad
de St Michael's! Realmente he encon-
trado mi nuevo hogar.

:Qué tiene de diferente la comuni-
dad de St. Michael's?

St. Michael's es una comunidad muy
diferente y mejor que cualquier otra
comunidad de las que he formado
parte anteriormente. La gente es
mucho mas amigable y realmente
agradable; ha sido una experiencia
completamente mas positiva que la
de cualquier otra parroquia (lo cual
es triste). Mis experiencias anteriores
en otras parroquias fueron bastante
frias y negativas, como si estuvieras
haciendo algo malo o fueras un gran
problema. Pero en la clase en linea
en St Michael's, siempre me senti
bienvenida, y realmente nos diverti-
mos mucho; las discusiones fueron
muy interesantes y llenas de devo-
cién. Estoy muy entusiasmada por el
excelente aprendizaje sobre la reli-
gién, y porque el ser catélica nueva-
mente es alegre y divertido.

El padre John es asombroso y siem-
pre tiene una nueva visién académi-
ca de las cosas. Siento que puedo
hablar con él sobre cualquier tema
teoldgico, y él lo explica, ;sabes? Y



los lideres del equipo de RICA, Lisay
Johny los demas, son inteligentes y
auténticos. Pienso que pudiera tener
una conversacion con ellos como de
9 horas y apenas explorar la superfi-
cie del tema sin notar el paso del
tiempo. Ellos tienen mucha energia'y
pasion. Realmente me siento muy
bendecida de haber encontrado una
comunidad, incluso durante la pan-
demia y virtualmente.

iAh, y hablando del programa de
Community Care! Recibo mensajes
de texto sobre alimentos gratuitos o
pafiales para bebés para personas
necesitadas y les digo a mis padres:
“iMiren esta parroquia! jAmo esta
iglesia! " No creo que ustedes pue-
dan entender lo diferente que es la
parroquia de St. Michael's [risas].

;Qué aprendiste en las clases de
RICA?

Bueno, yo nunca perdi la fe, pero lo
que aprendi en las clases renové mi
fe y me llevd a un lugar diferente.
Aprendi cosas nuevas y recordé co-
sas que ya sabia, pero ahora las veia
desde la perspectiva de una persona
adulta, lo cual fue realmente agrada-
ble.

iAprendi mucho! Por ejemplo, nunca
habia entendido realmente por qué
nos referimos a la Iglesia en la con-
notacién femenina de la "Madre Igle-
sia". Una noche en clase hablamos
sobre como la Iglesia es la “Esposa
de Cristo” y nosotros somos la Igle-
sia. Asi es como JesUs esta compro-
metido con nosotros. No lo sabia, y
pensé "iOh, Excelente!" Y tuvo un
significado especial ya que estoy
comprometida y a punto de casar-
me.

Otra analogia que aprendiy me en-
canté es que Maria es como la luna;
su luz es el reflejo de la luz de JesUs.
Mi amor por nuestra Madre Maria
aument6 mucho mas; aunque siem-
pre habia sentido una conexién muy
fuerte con ella, fue muy lindo apren-

der mucho mas sobre ella'y sobre su
vida en las clases. Esos son solo un
par de ejemplos. jPodria seguir y dar-
te muchos mas!

éCrees que es diferente tomar cla-
ses de fe ya siendo una persona
adulta?

Totalmente. Creo que cuando lo
aprendi en la escuela secundaria no
lo aprecié mucho y tampoco lo inte-
gré en mivida. Pero ya como adulta,
fue mi propia decision el regresar e
inscribirme en las clases. En cierta
manera fue un descubrimiento nue-
vo de todo lo relacionado con la fey
empecé a ver las cosas de una forma
diferente y nueva. Me parece que
cuando estas en la escuela secunda-
ria escuchas las cosas, pero te entran
por un oido y sale por el otro porque
uno esta enfocado en otras cosas.
Ya como adulto, uno esta listo para
absorberlo y aplicarlo en la vida.

:Qué ha cambiado para ti ahora
que estas confirmada?

Lo mas importante es que estoy mo-
tivada para participar en la vida pa-
rroquial. Aunque en estos momentos
estoy en medio de la mudanza de
Stockton a Livermore y planificando
la boda, ahora ya entiendo que estar
conectado en una parroquia es la
base sdlida que necesito. La clase en
linea fue como tener una pequefa
familia y me di cuenta de cuanto ne-
cesito una comunidad de fe. Asi que
estoy ayudando con la clase en linea
del domingo de RICA, donde estudia-
mos las lecturas de la Misa. Por su-
puesto, estoy deseando ir a misa en
personay conocer gente nuevay
también me gustaria ayudar los sa-
bados en el programa de Community
Care; también he pensado en ser
una de las personas que da la bien-
venida a los feligreses o quizas unir-
me a un grupo de estudio biblico.

¢Qué le dirias a alguien que no ha
recibido la Confirmacion?

Le diria que, si se le viene a la mente
la idea de completar sus sacramen-
tos, es porque es una sefial clara que
debe hacerlo. Esa conexion, ese pe-
quefio empujoén, significa probable-
mente hay algo mas grande para us-
ted de lo que se puede imaginar aho-
rita. Probablemente sea Dios llaman-
dole a casa, llamandole para estar
mas cerca, asi que definitivamente
debe aprovechar la oportunidad.
Quiero decir, si no es ahora, ;cudndo
sera? Nunca se sentira que es el mo-
mento adecuado, siempre habra
otras cosas y otros compromisos.

THE DAILY EXAMEN OF STEWARDSHIP

“Stewardship” can get a bum rap these days. When
folks hear the term “stewardship” from the pulpit, their
eyes tend to kind of glaze over. “Here’s Father asking
for more money,” they groan inwardly, “Get ready for
the passing of the pledge cards.”

Christ refutes this idea when he gives us what he calls
the greatest commandments — instructing us to love
God and to love our neighbor. Now, Christ is a man
who chose his words carefully. He meant exactly what
he said — and he didn't say that the greatest com-
mandments were to tithe and to give money to chari-
ty. If he had wanted stewardship to be only about
money, he would have said so.

Sometimes we are indeed called to show our love for
God and neighbor in the form of a financial gift. But
the concept of Everyday Stewardship — living mindful-
ly in prayer, grateful for our blessings, and gracious to
our neighbors, committed to God, and accountable to
each other — is about so much more.

| propose a twist on the long-held practice of the “Daily
Examen” — a pious devotion wherein, at day’s end, we
go over the events of the last 24 hours and discern
God's will. A Daily Examen of Stewardship might con-
tain questions like this:

How did I love God today? In whom did | love Him? What
did God give me today? With whom did | share it? What
did I give to Him? To whom did I reach out today? Who
reached out to me? Where was God on my list of priorities
today? First? Second? Third, fourth?
