Brian Castro describes being
"struck" by Jesus in the Eucharist
at a retreat, a moment that pro-
pelled him deep into the Catholic
faith. Wise beyond his years at age
19, Brian feels constantly called to
the Church, especially as a youth
leader for the Teen Confirmation
program at St Michael. Here's his
Sacred Story:

Hi, Brian. Thanks for sharing
your story. Tell us a little about
where you started.

I'm 19 years old and just started
my first year at Las Positas Col-
lege, after a forced "gap year" due
to the pandemic. | had a full-ride
scholarship to study in Germany
for a year, but then that all got
canceled. | grew up as a cradle
Catholic, although | didn't always
understand it as a kid. | mean, like
lots of kids, | didn't really care
much about Church or faith. But
when you live in a Mexican house-
hold, you go to Spanish Mass. |
didn't even really understand
Spanish, making it harder to even
know what was going on. Anyway,
for the longest time, | didn't even
really believe in God, nor did | have
any faith. If anyone asked me back
then, | would have said that I'm a
Buddhist.

Struck By Jesus
and Called to

Ministry

What was the attraction to
Buddhism?

Oh, man. It's like | am a huge his-
tory nerd at heart. | dig deep into
anything that I'm curious about.
So, for a long time, | was looking at
events in history, and well, this
whole God thing just didn't seem
to sit right for me. For about a year
and a half, | looked into different
religions, and Buddhism is more
of a lifestyle than a religion. It was
something that | could get be-
hind: the development of the self,
the focusing, the compassion. But
| still had to go to Confirmation
classes because of my parents.
But that all changed when | expe-
rienced something at the Confir-
mation retreat that led me to say,
"Hey, God, I'm able to continue. |
like hearing your message. | can
feel You in my soul."

What did you experience?

It was the last day of the retreat,
and we had praise and worship
time with the Blessed Sacrament.
There was music playing, and we
were all there, and | was looking at
the Monstrance with the Eucha-
rist,and suddenly | felt like | was
seeing two people walking inside
the Host. | also had a vision of fire
rising around it. | was startled and

was like, "What's going on here?"
But then the mixture of the music
and the community, | think | could
allow myself to experience Jesus'
presence. And at that point, | was
bawling my eyes out for sure! It
was definitely overwhelming, but
in a good way, to the point where |
was just hugging everyone at the
retreat. | felt struck by Jesus if that
makes sense.

Wow, that's incredible! Did
your faith continue to grow
after the retreat?

Oh yeah.100%. Pre-pandemic, |
used to always go to Mass at 6:45
am during the week before school.
Then | would spend some of my
lunch period in the Adoration
Chapel, and sometimes after
school too. | just met a lot of
friends working while helping with
youth ministry and teen confirma-
tion. We just wanted to delve
deeper into the faith together be-
cause we kept feeling like there
was something (someone?) call-
ing us to do more. So, | had a
small friend group of active Catho-
lics. We did a bunch of faith-
related things. | had a cool small
Christian community of like 15
people.
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And then COVID hit. Everything
ground to a halt, and we weren't
getting together. Church events
stopped; Mass wasn't available
early on. | wasn't praying as
much, and | didn't really have the
motivation to watch the
livestream Mass. | mean, it's proof
kind of that if you don't put the
effort in, it's easy to drift, even af-
ter high moments.

But you're feeling more back
on track now?

Yeah, | think so, at least these past
couple of months as things get
back to normal. It's a bit of a re-
awakening for sure. It started to
flow back when Church reopened.
Receiving Eucharist after so long
without was definitely a very emo-
tional moment. Without that
closeness to Jesus... well, | can't
really put it into words. It's one of
those things that | just can't ex-
plain well, especially to non-
Catholics, or really even my par-
ents or siblings! | guess they don't
get that same feeling. It's a very
weird thing and different from
what they believe or experience.

Many people your age do not
bounce back into faith. But
you did?

Yeah, | think | kept feeling called
back to Jesus. | mean, not every
moment is a high point like at
that retreat. There's always some-
thing at the back of my neck, nag-
ging at me. It's like there's some-
thing | got to do in the Church. |
don't know what, but | just always
had that feeling. So, there are
times that | force myself to return
to Mass, even when | don't feel like
it. You know? Like I'm going even
if | don't get the emotional feel-
goods.

And St Michael is an anchor
for you?

Oh yeah, for sure. | mean, even
right now, if | am feeling low, |
head to Church. | can stay there
for an hour, walk around the cam-
pus, hang out and pray by the dif-
ferent statues, or sit in the Adora-
tion Chapel. It is a place for me to
recharge my batteries, you know?

| get a sense of calmness when |
spend time away with the Lord
without my phone or internet or
anything. | just like to be present
there and enjoy some silence.

And you are still involved in
teen ministry too?

Yeah, this will be my third year be-

cause | started back when | was 16.

| was Confirmed, and then in-
stantly joined ministry. | think my
favorite part is just being able to
see that | impact the group. |
think it helps that I'm close to the
same age. | see them and what
they are struggling with. | remem-
ber volunteering at a teen retreat,
and on the last day, we did this
"circle of affirmations" thing
where we basically said some-
thing positive about each other.
Almost every person in my group
there said something along the
lines of, "If it wasn't for you, Brian, |
wouldn't have gotten much out of
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this retreat." | mean, it shocked
me, and I'm still embarrassed and
humbled by it. | didn't really think
about any impact that | could
make. And now | see these same
people actually going to Mass, and
I'm like .. whoa! It's an incredible
thing when you partner with God
to reach someone, you know?

How do you think you
reached these teens?

| think it's a lot about just letting it
flow, just trying to interact with
everybody at their level. Like make
it more personal, and not just
about faith either. | like building a
community where everyone can
feel comfortable. And just talking,
you know? Asking people, "How
are you feeling today?" can be
huge. | think some older people
forget how to just talk. Like look
people in the eyes and see them. |
mean, | think deep down, every-
one is craving community.

Do you think that it's harder
for your generation to build
community?

Yeah, | definitely think so. Every-
thing is so fast. Everything has to
be instant, and it's scroll, scroll,
scroll to the next image, the fol-
lowing video. It's like no one can
be stuck in one place anymore,
but to have those deeper connec-
tions — within ourselves, with oth-
ers, and with Jesus — stopping for
a while is required. You have to
slow down. | know from experi-
ence that | grow the most when
I'm in a quiet or remote environ-
ment.

Brian, you are really wise be-
yond your years! Thank you
for sharing!

Oh, thank you. | feel pretty grate-
ful to be part of this community!



Brian Castro describe haber sido
"fulminado" por JesUs en la Eucaristia
durante un retiro, y fue este un mo-
mento que lo impulsd profundamen-
te en la fe catdlica. Brian, quien es mas
sabio de lo que uno esperaria a sus 19
anos, siente que la Iglesia le llama
constantemente, especialmente co-
mo lider de jévenes para el programa
de Confirmacién de Adolescentes en
St Michael’s.

Aqgui estd su historia sagrada:

Hola Brian. Gracias por compartir tu
historia. Cuéntanos un poco cémo
empezaste.

Tengo 19 afos y recién comencé mi
primer aflo en Las Positas College,
después de un "aflo de pausa" forzado
por la pandemia. Recibi una beca
completa para estudiar en Alemania
por un afo, pero luego se canceld. Soy
catdlico de cuna, aunque cuando era
niflo no siempre lo entendi; al igual
gue muchos otros nifios, yo realmente
no le daba mucha importancia a la
iglesia 0 a la fe. Pero, al crecer en un
hogar mexicano tienes que ir a la misa
en espafol. En realidad, yo no en-
tendia bien el idioma lo que hacia
mas dificil saber qué era lo estaba
pasando. De igual maneray por mu-
cho tiempo, tampoco creia realmente
en Dios y no tenia fe. Si alguien me
hubiera preguntado en ese entonces
cual era mi religién, habria contestado
gue era budista.

¢Cuadl fue el atractivo del budismo?

Bueno, yo soy un gran nerd en lo que
se refiere a la historia y cuando siento
curiosidad por algo siempre profun-
dizo en el tema. Y por mucho tiempo
asi lo hice con sucesos histéricos y
realmente eso del tema de Dios sim-
plemente no encajaba bien conmigo.
Durante aproximadamente un afioy
medio investigué diferentes religiones
y el budismo, que mas bien es un esti-
lo de vida que una religién, fue algo
mas facil de aceptar: el desarrollo de
uno mismo, el enfoque y la com-
pasion. Pero mis padres me exigian ir
a las clases de Confirmacién y durante
el retiro de preparacion de la Confir-
macién experimenté algo que me
hizo decir, “Dios mio, si puedo seguirte
porque me gusta escuchar tu men-
saje y puedo sentirte en mi alma".

¢ Qué fue lo que experimentaste?

Fue durante el ultimo dia del retiro
cuando llegdé el momento de alabanza
y adoracién al Santisimo Sacramento.
Habia musica y todos estabamos alli,
yo estaba mirando la Custodia con la
Eucaristia, y de repente senti como si
estuviera viendo a dos personas cami-
nando dentro de la Hostia y también
tuve una visidon de fuego que se ele-
vaba a su alrededor. Me sobresaltéy
pensé: "; Qué esta pasando aqui?" Lo
gue creo es que la mezcla de la musi-
cay la comunidad, es lo que me per-

mitié experimentar la presencia de
Jesus.

iY en ese momento, empecé a llorar
inconsolablemente! Definitivamente
fue abrumador, pero en el buen senti-
do, hasta el punto que todos en el re-
tiro nos abrazamos. Me senti fulmina-
do por Jesus, si es que eso tiene senti-
do.

iGuau, es increible! ¢ Y tu fe siguid
creciendo después de la experiencia
del retiro?

Si! En un 100%. Pre-pandemia, siem-
pre solia ir a misa a las 6:45 am duran-
te la semana antes de la escuela;
luego pasaba parte de mi periodo de
almuerzo en la Capilla de la Adoracion
Y, a veces, también después de la es-
cuela. Acababa de conocer a varios
amigos y estabamos ayudando con el
ministerio de jovenesy la confir-
macién de adolescentes; todos
gueriamos profundizar mas en la fe
porgue seguiamos sintiendo que hay
algo (¢calguien?) llamandonos a hacer
mas. En ese entonces, tenia un
pequeno grupo de amigos catdlicos
activos; hicimos un montén de cosas
relacionadas con la fe; era una peque-
fa comunidad cristiana genial de
unas 15 personas.

Y luego llegd COVID. Todo se detuvo y
ya no nos estdbamos reuniendo. Los
eventos de la Iglesia se detuvieron y al
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comienzo de la pandemia no habia
misa en persona; no estaba orando
tanto, y realmente no tenia la moti-
vacién para ver la transmisién en vivo
de la misa. Lo que quiero decir es que
es una prueba de que, a pesar de ha-
ber tenido momentos transcenden-
tales, es facil desviarse si no te esfuer-
zas.

cPero te sientes mas encaminado
ahora?

Si, creo que si, por lo menos en estos
Ultimos meses mientras las cosas
vuelven a la normalidad. Es como un
renacimiento, poco a poco, que em-
pezod a regresar cuando la Iglesia vol-
Vio a abrir sus puertas. El volver a reci-
bir la Eucaristia después de tanto
tiempo fue definitivamente un mo-
mento muy emotivo. No puedo expre-
sar con palabras lo que se siente sin
tener esa cercania a Jesus; es una de
esas cosas gue no puedo explicar
bien, especialmente a las personas
gue no son catdlicos, incluso hasta a
mis padres o hermanos. Me imagino
que ellos no comparten el mismo sen-
timiento; es algo muy extrafoy
diferente de lo que ellos creen o ex-
perimentan.

Muchas personas de tu edad no re-
cuperan la fe. ;Cémo lo hiciste?

Es verdad, yo creo que segui sintiendo
el llamado de regreso a Jesus. No es
gue siempre sienta la misma emocién
gue senti en ese momento crucial del
retiro, pero siempre hay algo que me
sigue por detrds indicAandome que
tengo que hacer algo en la iglesia. No
sé lo que es, pero siempre tengo esa
sensacion. Por eso, hay ocasiones en
las que me obligo a volver a misa, in-
cluso cuando no me apetece. ;Sabes?
Yo voy a misa, incluso cuando emo-
cionalmente no sienta el deseo de ir.

LY, la iglesia de St. Michael’s te sirve
de ancla?

BRIAN CASTRO

Oh si, por supuesto. Incluso ac-
tualmente, cuando me siento mal me
dirijo a la Iglesia y me quedo alli como
por una hora, camino por el campus
para pasar el rato y rezar junto a las
diferentes estatuas o sentarme en la
Capilla de la Adoracién. Es un lugar
para recargar mis baterias, ¢ sabes?
Siento una sensacion de calma cuan-
do paso mi tiempo con el Sefior sin el
teléfono o el internet, sin nada. Me
gusta estar presente alli y disfrutar del
silencio.

Y todavia estas involucrado en el
ministerio de adolescentes?

Si, este serd mi tercer afo porque co-
mencé cuando tenia 16 aflos. Inmedi-
atamente después de mi confir-
macion me uni al ministerio. Lo mejor
de todo es ver el impacto de mi pres-
encia en el grupo, creo que ayuda
mucho el tener casi la misma edad de
ellos; me identifico bien con sus lu-
chas. Recuerdo haber sido voluntario
en un retiro para adolescentes, y en el
Ultimo dia hicimos este "circulo de
afirmaciones" en el que basicamente
dijimos algo positivo el uno del otro.
Casi todas las personas de mi grupo
hicieron comentarios como: "Si no
fuera por ti, Brian, no habria sacado
mucho provecho de este retiro". Esto
me sorprendié mucho y todavia me
siento un poco avergonzadoy lleno de
humildad por ello. Realmente nunca
habia pensado en el impacto que mi
presencia pudiera tener en otras per-
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sonas. Y ahora, al verlos en misa me
pongo a pensar, “iguau! Es algo in-
creible lo que sucede cuando te aso-
cias con Dios para alcanzar a alguien,
“isabes?

¢Coémo crees que lograste alcanzar a
estos adolescentes?

Creo que se trata mucho de dejar que
las cosas fluyan normalmente, tratar
de interactuar con todos en su propio
nivel. Llevar la conversacion a un nivel
mas personal, y no sélo hablar de la fe.
Me gusta construir una comunidad
donde todos puedan sentirse cémo-
dos. Y eso solo se consigue hablando,
¢.sabes? A veces, el solo preguntarle a
alguien:";Cémo te sientes hoy?"
puede ser enorme. Creo que a al-
gunas personas mayores se les olvi-
dan cémo hablar con otras personas,
cémo mirarlas directamente a los ojos
y realmente verlas. Yo creo que, en el
fondo, todos anhelamos la comuni-
dad.

.Crees que es mas dificil para tu
generacion construir una comuni-
dad?

Si, definitivamente lo creo. Ahora todo
es muy rapido, todo tiene que ser in-
stantaneo, y desplazarse unay otra
vez a la siguiente imagen o al sigui-
ente video; es como si ya nadie pu-
diera quedarse en un solo lugar. Pero,
para tener conexiones mas profundas,
internamente, con los demasy con
Jesus, es necesario detenerse por un
tiempo. Tienes que reducir la veloci-
dad. Sé por experiencia que crezco
mas cuando estoy en un entorno tran-
quilo o remoto.

Brian, jeres realmente mas sabio de
lo que corresponde a tu edad!
iGracias por compartir!

Oh gracias. jMe siento muy agrade-
cido de ser parte de esta comunidad!
