Carl Wolfston isn't a practicing Catho-
lic, but he has been a regular volun-
teer at Community Care, greeting
guests at the entrance gate to the
free grocery drive-through. He loves
giving back!

Here's his Sacred Story:

You're not a member of St Michael
parish, so how did you get in-
volved with Community Care?

I'm a volunteer for Meals on Wheels,
and | deliver every Friday. Sally is
one of the ladies | deliver to, and she
had information about St. Michael
Community Care. She asked if |
knew anything about it, and | didn't
but promised I'd check it out for her.
| called the parish office, got some
information, and | was just im-
pressed. | ended up donating a
chunk of money because that was
back when you guys were buying
your own food to give out. Then |
started volunteering maybe around
November of 2020 or so. After I'm
done volunteering each Saturday, |
drop off groceries for Sally too.

That's really great! What motivat-
ed you to get involved?

First of all, I've been very fortunate in
life, so it's time for me to start giving
back. What | see in the world is sad,
especially the unemployed and the
underemployed. So many people
are experiencing a temporary situa-
tion, a hiccup in life, that if they just
got a little help, they could recover. |
also am involved with pet therapy -
therapy dogs that | bring to high

schools, memory care facilities, VA
centers. You know, people are not
only hungry or stressed out about
money, but they're LONELY. They
just want someone to talk to, and |
see that when | bring in a dog to pet,
deliver meals or greet guests at Com-
munity Care. People just need a little
human contact, a smile.

Tell us about your role at Commu-
nity Care? You're "Happy Carl at
the Gate"?

Ha! Yeah, | guess! And I'm going to kill
you if you start calling me that!
[laughing]. I'm the greeter at the en-
trance gate of the drive-through. The
biggest thing that | notice at Commu-
nity Care is that they don't want to be
there. There's a lot of pride and em-
barrassment. | mean, there was a
person that | knew, and he drove up
one day, and I'm was thinking to my-
self, "What is this guy doing here? He
has his life together!" But we ended
up talking, and it was just one of
those things. He and his wife were
both laid off, and they were strug-
gling. But | like to be there to at least
put them at ease a bit. Greet them
like a person, chat a little, put a smile
on their face. | just hope to make
their situation just a little more digni-
fied. And | guess that's what's in it
for me, knowing that | made some-
one feel a little better.

And some of the regular guests
have gotten to know you?

Yeah, some. There's one guy that is
almost always the first carin line. If
he isn't, | tease him, "Hey, what hap-

pened? Someone cut in front of
you?" And we laugh about it. | have
fun giving back, and | think it creates
a space for them to relax a little.

It is interesting how many new peo-
ple come through the line, even
though we've been doing this for a
year. | just explain what's going on
today, what food we have, and | say,
"See ya next week!" And often, | do.
Oh, and I've become an expert at
opening trunks of every make and
model car!

And the welcoming doesn't stop
with you...

No, and that's what is really great
about this team. After they chat with
me, they can request a prayer team
to meet them at their car. Then the
distribution team wishes them good
morning, and the volunteer at the
exit gate does too. By the time they
drive all the way through the line,
they've been welcomed multiple
times. | mean, it's awful what they're
going through right now, so at least
we can brighten their day.

Were you always a service-minded
person, or did something change?

When | turned 50, | feel like | got a
second chance at life. | recovered
from a divorce, met a wonderful
woman, and teased her that if she
met me before | was 50, she proba-
bly wouldn't have liked me! But my
business that | started in 1993 was
doing really well, and | think | just
figured it was time to grow up and
give back. | mean, I've had multiple



midlife crises!! (laughing) But this
was just more like looking at the fact
that | don't have to work. | like to
work. So, what does retirement look
like? As | move into this chapter of
my life, | don't "need" a lot of stuff.
Giving back makes me happy.

Do you think that volunteering
changes you?

Yeah, well, | see some of the volun-
teer kids in high school, and they
"have" to get some volunteering
done for the service hours. But then
several of them come back after
they've completed their require-
ment. That's something. | mean, it
makes you feel good. When you go
to bed at night, can you look back at
your day and say, "Yeah, | did some-
thing for someone else."

Has working with St. Michael Com-
munity Care changed your per-
spective on Catholics?

Pero
lo que he visto que sucede aqui en
St. Michael's nunca lo habia visto an-
tes; por ejemplo, no teniamos estudi-
os de la biblia y ustedes tienen un
buen programa. Y lo que han
logrado hacer con “Community Care”
bueno, es algo muy diferente de la
experiencia que tuve anteriormente
en las iglesias catdlicas.

FEAST OF THE
EXALTATION 9
OF THE -
HOLY"CROSS =

Early in the fourth century, Saint Helena, mother
of the Roman Emperor Constantine, went to Jeru-
salem in search of the holy places of Christ's life.
She razed the second-century Temple of Aphro-
dite, which tradition held was built over the Sav-
ior's tomb, and her son built the Basilica of the
Holy Sepulcher on that spot. During the excava-
tion, workers found three crosses. Legend has it
that the one on which Jesus died was identified
when its touch healed a dying woman.

The cross immediately became an object of ven-
eration. At a Good Friday celebration in Jerusalem
toward the end of the fourth century, according
to an eyewitness, the wood was taken out of its
silver container and placed on a table together
with the inscription Pilate ordered placed above
Jesus’ head: Then “all the people pass through
one by one; all of them bow down, touching the
cross and the inscription, first with their fore-
heads, then with their eyes; and, after kissing the
cross, they move on.”

To this day, the Eastern Churches, Catholic and
Orthodox alike, celebrate the Exaltation of the
Holy Cross on September 14, the anniversary of
the basilica’s dedication.

SANTA CRUZ

A principios del siglo IV, Santa Elena, madre del
emperador romano Constantino, fue a Jerusalén
en busca de los lugares santos de la vida de Cris-
to. Ella demoli6 el Templo de Afrodita del siglo I,
gue segun la tradicién se construy6 sobre la tum-
ba del Salvador, y su hijo construy6 la Basilica del
Santo Sepulcro en ese lugar. Durante la excava-
cion, los trabajadores encontraron tres cruces.
Cuenta la leyenda que la cruz en la que Jesus
muri6 fue identificada cuando una mujer mori-
bunda fue sanada al tocarla.

La cruz se convirtié inmediatamente en objeto de
veneracion. Segun un testigo ocular, hacia fines
del siglo IV durante una celebracion del Viernes
Santo en Jerusalén, se sac6 la madera de su recip-
iente de plata y se coloco sobre una mesa junto
con la inscripcién que Pilato ordend que se colo-
cara sobre la cabeza de JesUs y entonces “toda la
gente paso6 uno por uno; se inclinaron, tocando la
cruzy la inscripcién, primero con la frente, luego
con los ojos; y, después de besar la cruz, siguieron
adelante ".

Hasta el dia de hoy, las Iglesias orientales, tanto
catélicas como ortodoxas, celebran la Exaltacion
de la Santa Cruz el 14 de septiembre, aniversario
de la dedicacion de la basilica.
